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Many companies in the USSR have a long history in the 
fisheries sector, but are only now obtaining the rights to deal directly with foreign partners. 
Independence is however not total, and the ability to buy is directly proportional to the 
hard currency income generated from sales. Soviets will generally buy more from countries 
which purchase greater amounts of soviet fish.
