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(3) This Agreement shall be open for accession by any Government
referred to in Article 33 or 34 and such accession shall be effected by deposit of
an instrument of accession with the Government of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

(4) The Council may approve accession to this Agreement by the Govern-
ment of any Member of the United Nations and by any Government invited
to the United Nations Sugar Conference 1958, but which is not referred to in
Article 33 or 34, provided that the conditions of such accession shall first be
agreed upon with the Council by the Government desiring to effect it. Conditions
agreed by the Council in accordance with this paragraph shall be consistent
with the provisions of this Agreement, and where the Council agrees a basic
export tonnage in respect of a Government of an exporting country not named
in Article 14, it shall do so by Special Vote. Where any Government desiring to
accede to this Agreement requests amendment of the Agreement as a condition
of accession, the accession shall not be approved unless and until the Council

has recommended such amendment and it has taken effect in accordance with
Article 43.
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
