ExCELLENCY,

I have the honour to refer to the Exchange of Notes of Marci 9, 1959(1)
setting out the Tariff of Tolls on the St. Lawrence Seaway including the
Welland Canal, and to the Exchange of Notes of July 3 and 13, 1962(2) which
varied the Tariff of ToUls in order to provide for the suspension of toUls on the
Welland Canal. Ini my predecessor's Note No. 118 of July 3, 1962, he said:

"I shall of course comniunicate further with you if the Governmnent of
Canada subsequently decides that it would be advisable to revoke this
suspension and reimpose toils on the Welland Canal".

The Canadian Government has decided that it would be advisable to revoke
the suspension referred to and to reimpose tolls on the Welland Canal as of
April 1, 1964 at. the rates -and under>the terms existing ixnmediately prior te the
suspension.

I have the honour to suggest that this Note and your reply shall constitute
an Agreemnent between our two Governments te terminate as of AprI 1, 1964
the Exchiange of Notes of July 3 and 13, 1962 and te restore the origia
provisions of the Exchange of Notes of March 9, 195 9 ini relation to the Welland
Canal.
