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A Message was delivered by the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod:

Mr. Speaker,

His Excellency the Governor General desires the immediate attendance of 
this Honourable House in the Chamber of the Honourable the Senate.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker, w ith the House, went up to the Senate Chamber, 
and Mr. Speaker spoke to the following effect: —

May it please Your Excellency:

The House of Commons have elected me their Speaker, though I am but 
little able to fulfil the im portant duties thus assigned to me.

If, in the perform ance of those duties, I should at any time fall into error, 
I pray that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose 
servant I am, and who, through me, the better to enable them  to discharge their 
duty to their Queen and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and 
privileges, especially that they may have freedom of speech in their debates, 
access to Your Excellency’s person at all seasonable times, and that their 
proceedings m ay receive from Your Excellency the most favourable 
construction.

The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate then said: —

Mr. Speaker,

I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you 
tha t he freely confides in the duty and attachm ent of the House of Commons 
to Her Majesty’s Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceed­
ings will be conducted w ith wisdom, tem per and prudence, he grants and upon 
all occasions will recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you that the Commons shall have ready 
access to His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and tha t their pro­
ceedings, as well as your words and actions, will constantly receive from him 
the most favourable construction.

And the House being returned:

Mr. Speaker reported that the House had been in the Senate Chamber, and 
that he had, in their names and on their behalf, made the usual claim of 
privileges, which His Excellency had been pleased to confirm to them.

Mr. Speaker informed the House tha t he had received a communication 
from two Members notifying him that the following vacancy had occurred in 
the representation:

Gordon Graydon, Esquire, Member for the Electoral District of Peel, 
by decease.

And that he had addressed his w arrant to the Chief Electoral Officer for 
the issue of a new w rit of Election for the said electoral district.
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
