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lop. These cannot be harmed by marketing 
techniques, and so on. Perhaps the standards 
are much higher up here now, for I have 
given up trying to eat fresh fish. It always 
strikes me as a mighty shame that the people 
in this part of the country do not have a 
higher standard of quality before they buy it 
from the market.

I have even heard it said that there are 
some housewives in Ottawa who think that 
good fish does not smell like fish, it does not 
smell like anything, it is pure and sweet. It is 
on this standard that I choose not to order 
fish any more than I have to when I am in 
this part of the country. I would certainly 
hope that there will be a little better co-oper­
ation and some attention given to this, 
because the market for fish has got to be

broadened within our own country. On a per 
capita basis we are not making any ground 
at all. When we compare our consumption 
with some of the European countries it is 
very discouraging. That is merely a comment, 
not a question.

The Chairman: It is not necessary to read 
all the clauses, is it?

Hon. Senators: No.

The Chairman: Is it the wish of the com­
mittee that I should report the bill without 
amendment?

Hon. Senators: Agreed.
Whereupon the committee concluded its 

consideration of the bill.
