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the international joint commission made a
report in connection with the proposed
Passamaquoddy project?

Hon. L. B. Pearson (Secretary of State for
External Affairs): In reply to the hon. mem-
ber for Charlotte I would say that the inter-
national joint commission made its report to
the two governments on October 23, 1950,
recommending that a further investigation
would be necessary to enablz it to make
recommendations concerning the feasibility of
the Passamaquoddy project, and has esti-
mated that such an investigation would cost
$3,900,000. The report suggests that the cost
might be apportioned between the two coun-
tries in proportion to the benefits that each
country would derive from the completed
project. This report is still under study by the
interested federal authorities, and has been
referred to the government of New
Brunswick.
