OPINION ON LEGALITY OF IMPORT SURCHARGE
ORDER

Motion No. 15-Mr. Knowles:

That an order of the house do issue for copies of
correspondence or any other documents exchanged
between the then prime minister or minister of
finance or any other minister of the crown and
the deputy attorney general with reference to
the legality of the surcharge on imports order,
P.C. 1962-902, dated June 24, 1962, and the amend-
ment thereto, P.C. 1962-987, dated July 11, 1962,
and the import control list as amended by P.C.
1962-903, dated June 24, 1962.

Mr. Chevrier: Mr. Speaker, the files of the
Department of Justice do not contain any of
the material sought by this motion. My
understanding is that the orders in question
were made after a discussion between mem-
bers of the then government and officials of
the departments concerned, including the
Department of Justice, and that any opinions
or views expressed on the legal aspects of the
proposed orders were verbal only, contrary
to the impression created at the last parlia-
ment.

Mr. Knowles: Mr. Speaker, if there are
no written opinions, as we were led to believe
was the case, I have no option but to let the
motion drop.
