PENSIONS
INQUIRY AS TO LEGISLATION REGULATING

PRIVATE PLANS

On the orders of the day:
Hon. Mitchell Sharp <Minister of Finance):

Mr. Speaker, on Friday the hon. member for
Winnipeg North Centre asked me a question
about the government's intention concerning
legisiation relating to private pension plans.
In answer may I say to hîm. that the situation
remains as it was when my predecessor an-
swered a similar question on March 10. The
progress of the provinces in adopting legisia-
tion along these limes has been slower than
was then anticipated, and we are taking titis
into account in preparing our own legisiation.

He also asked me about the content of the
legisiation. I think it would be out of place
for me to endeavour to answer a question of
that kind at this stage, or to go beyond what
was indicated by the former Minister of Fi-
nance, who described the general nature of
the bill to the hon. member on that same
date, March 10, and in a subsequent answer
to question No. 2871.

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North
Centre): I should like to ask a supplementary
question, Mr. Speaker. Do I understand from.
what the minister has just said that federal
legisiation in this field will have to wait until
ail the provinces have adopted such legisia-
tion?

Mr. Sharp: No, that is not the situation,
Mr. Speaker. We are going ahead with the
preparation of our legisiation, but because of
the relative slowness of the provinces in
dealing with theirs, and the desire of the
federal government to propose legislation of a
similar character, the drafting of our legisia-
tion has been affected.

Mr. David Orlikow (Winnipeg North): Mr.
Speaker, I should like to ask the Minister of
Finance whether consideration was given to
the question as to whether companies such as
the C.P.R. and the C.N.R., which have em-
ployees in provinces which have passed legis-
lation, will be covered by that legislation, or
whether those companies and their employees
will have to wait for the implementation o!
federal legisiation.
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
