Mr. Jack Cullen (Parliamnentary Secretary to Minister
of Finance): Mr. Speaker, in the light of current condi-
tions, the government does consider the interest rate of 6
per cent to be appropriate. It should be noted that this
figure was raised from 3 per cent in April of 1974. The
government will, however, continue to monitor the situa-
tion in the light of interest rates generally to determine
whether changed conditions suggest the need for a change
in the interest rates provided for in the income tax
regulations.
