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should not be weakened but be strengthened. They call
upon this government to replace oats under the Cana-
dian Wheat Board and to give oats and barley the same
protection that wheat has under the Canadian Wheat
Board Act.

PROPOSED GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

Mr. Cid Samson (Timmins— Chapleau): Mr. Speaker,
it is a pleasure for me to stand before this House today.
Pursuant to Standing Order 36, I have before me quite a
number of petitions signed, and for the sake of saving
time, I shall not present them one at a time. I will
present them as a lot.

There are some 3,305 signatures from the residents of
my riding of Timmins—Chapleau who are absolutely
appalled at the government’s proposal for this goods and
services tax. They are asking that the government recon-
sider this goods and services tax and abolish it; to go back
to the drawing board and start again, not lower it, as was
proposed by the government, but to scrap it and start
over again. The message from the constituents of Tim-
mins—Chapleau is very clear. They are saying, “Ebenez-
er Wilson, it is not too late, change the tax”.
