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recommend appropriate action to ensure
the establishment of a more effective
structure of remedial measures;

That the committee have power to
engage the services of such counsel staff
and technical advisers as may be neces-
sary for the purpose of the inquiry;

That the committee have power to
send for persons, papers and records, to
examine witnesses, and to report from
time to time;

That the committee be authorized to
print such papers and evidence from day
to day as may be ordered by the com-
mittee, to sit during sittings and adjourn-
ments of the Senate, and to adjourn from
place to place; and

That the committee be composed of
seventeen Senators, to be named later.

(d) the broad principles, the long-term
financial requirements and the struc-
tural organization of a dynamic and ef-
ficient science policy for Canada.
