1 Since the enquiry indicates that the smuggling evils are so extensive and .. 

their ramifications so far-reaching that only a portion of the illegal practices 
have been brought to light, your Committee recommends the appointment of a 
judicial commission with full powers to continue and coiqplete "investigating the 
administration of the Department of Customs and Excise and to prosecute all 
offenders.’

“ And also "in clause thirteen to add the name of R. R. Farrow, Deputy ; . 
Minister of Customs and Excise, to the list'of those who are recommended that
