This report of the Faculty of Arts was sent down to all 

the other Faculties for their consideration.
At a meeting of Corporation held on February 9th.1921

The various difficulties which would result from the 
lengthening of the Arts session were considered and commented upon. 
The Faculty of Applied Science in its report stated that these
