Ai-
most all wool produced in Canada has
been exported to the United States,
and the Camadian growers came to
depend entirely on that market.
Arrangements are now being made
so that Canada may stil export wool
to United States, but Canadian manu-
facturers are to be first given a ten-
dayes option on it at the American
net price. Details of the arrange-
ments will be settled early next week.
