CROOKED conrnﬂr}o!.

It is now mnearly two years since the
Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, as
Secretary of State for the Colonies, ad-
dressed a circular to the Governors of
the’ colonies and dependencies, calling for
information as regards the estent to
which - English goods were heing dis-
placed in these British muikets, The
answers to his enquiries have been de-
tailed in a ponderous blue book, laid be-
fore Parliament in July last, and num-
bered C 8449. The same blue book also
contains a summary of the results of
the investigation, according to which it
is evident that the displacement en-
quired about has a very palpable exis-
tence, and that its main cause is the
greafer cheapness of the foreiga goods

foreign steamers which convey them to
the colonial markets, The Englishman’s
method of doing business, his unwilling-
ness to suit himself to new conditions,
his carelessness in putting a “finish” on
his goods and his clumsiness in packing
them, and many otker thi.g: ecome in
for a share 6f blame, but nevertheless
the admission is unqualifiedly made that
the chief factor which operates to effect
the change in question is the lower
price of the foreign article.

It is rather surprising that the inves-
tigation was not prosecuted a stage fur-
ther, and inquiry made as to how it
comes that foreign countries are able
to undersell England in the markets of
her own possessions. There is to be ob-
gserved on this, as on other occasions,
a decided disinclination oa the part of
the English enquirer to probe the matter
to the very root, He prefers to shut
his eyes rather than see anything that
is likely to inure to the discredit of free
trade, so called. /Nevertheless it cannot
be denied that here we find ourselves
face to face with a very remarkable phe-
}nomenon—with something which has
heretofore been supposed to b2 utterly
impossible, Here we find highly protect~
ed countries, like the United States,
France and Germany, entering into com-
petition with a free trade country on
:lher own terms and beating her. Eng-
{land has refrained from placing duties
1on her importations of foodstuffs and
| raw materials, so that she might be able
to manufacture cheaply and become the
workshop of the world. So at least we
{have been told frequently erough dur-
ling the last forty years by political
economists and free trade zeulots.

But in their science, as in many others,
there seems to be a wide gulf belween
theory and practice, The itheory does
not “pan out” well, and the unfortunate
nation which has accepted it in its en-
| tirety finds itself, after fifty years of
| untiring effort, coming out second best
in its efforts to become “the workshop
of the world.” Thé political economist
can only scratch his head, while admit-
ting the nonfulfilment of his prcphecies.
The doctrinaire is silent, but, if we mis-
take not, the country which has been de-
ceived and had its trade almost ruined by
them is on the point of awaking out of
sleep and will rudely reckon with the
men who have been crying *peacel
peace!” when there i§ no peace, or should
be mnone, with the countries who are
filching from the Motherland the mar-
kets which are hers by right of relation-
ship, possession and political ties.

The true cause of the failure of Eng-
land to retain these markets and the
proof of the falsity of the free trade
import theory were pointed out several
years ago by the Industrial Depression
Commission, from whose report we quote
the following most important conclusion:
“ The high prices which proteet’on se-
cures to the producer within the pro-
tected area naturally stimulate produe-
tion and impels him to engage in com-
petition in foreign markets. The surplus
production which cannot find .a market
at home is sent abroad, and in foreign
markets undersells the commodities pro-
duced under less .artificial conditions.”
This is a truth which was long ago
!brought home to Canada, when it was
| made the slaughter market of American
imanuf:lcturt:'rs. Even our importers then
|

declined to have their ealculations fal-
| gsified and their trade ruined by the
l‘spasmodic influx of goods which the
| Yankees had to get rid of at any price.

| And now it is England herself who
|is feeling the pinch of the same thumb-
serew. 'That protected countries fre-
‘quntly sell their goods to forcigners at
| cost or less is a fact of which numer-
| ous instances can be given: Canada
| buys white lead in Cologne for £1 per

This
is crooked competition inde d, and the
sooner than England realizes its true
nature and moves out of Sleepy Hollow
the better it will be for her and her
Empire.

THE PROPOSED ¢IVIC PLANT.

The immediate issue to be determined
in regard to the electric light question
is whether the current for light and
motive power for the new City Hall
should be produced by an isolated plant
or supplied by the ‘Toronto Electric
Light Company. That is all we are
really called upon to decide at the pres-
ent time. It is an independent problem,
and while it may be expedient to take
a vote of the ratepayers on other cog-
nate -questions we must not alow the
simple issue of lighting the City Hall
to be submerged by larger and more
intricate problems. Whatever ¢lse may
be voted on, the ecitizens should have
an opportunity of expressing their opin-
ion~ on the simple issue of installing an
independent plant for the mew building.
And this is a question that should be
left to the electors gemerally, and not
limited to the ratepayers. The installa-
tion of an isolated plant is a matter of
only $20,000, and that amount will rot
be raised by debentures. As far as a
plant for the City Hall itself is con-
cerned, the vote will not be on a money
tylaw. It will be taken merely to direct
the Council how it should deal with the
matter. In Ald. Woods’ resolution no
provision has been made for such a
vote, nor indeed for a vote of any kind,
on the simple issue that is raised by the
lighting of the new building. The reso-
lution will have to be amended so as to
include this simple proposition.

The two questions which it has been
decided to submit to the ratepayers are
these; (1) Whether the city should
instal an electric plant for lighting the
streets and public buildings, and (2)
whether such plant, if installed, should
be used to supply mapufacturers with
electric energy. 'This, we take’it, is the
intent of the resolution and amendments
that were passcd by the Council. 1t
seems to us that someone is trying to
confuse the issue by the introduction
of irrelevant matter. is no neec-
essity of deciding at this junctare
whether or not the city should supply
manufacturers with power, nor is it
necessary- that we should make a final
decision as to the lighting of the streets
and public buildings. The real and only
question that the people ought to vete
upon is whether the city shall make a
start in the business of supplying elec-
tric current for its own uses generally,
and for the new civie buildings in par-
tienlar. There is mo necessity to com-
mit the city to a big proposition. If an
olectric plant, for lighting the City Hall,
Jocated at the water works station, is
found to be a good investment then its
extension for supplying the streets and
other public buildings mwill be adopted
as a matter of course. And if we find
we can supply manufacturers with power
at 2 cents, in place of the 4 and 8 cents
they are mow paying, then it would be
advisable to further entend the splant
so as to include this service. And if,
furthermore, it is found the city can
supply incandescent lighting at the rate
of 3 cents for 18 lights per hour, then
it would be folly for citizens to pay 9
cents' for the same service. All these
advantages in the supply of light and
power are possible if we only procead
about the matter in the proper way:
The extension of the plant is a simple
matter. The machines used for Jighting
the City Hall would not become useless
it the city should decide to go further
into the business. A year's trial of a
plant adequate for the City Hall and
perhaps ome or two other mear-by public
buildings will give us an idea- of the
possibilities of the electric supply gues-
tion generally. We have no doubt what-
ever as to the final outcome of the in-
stallation of a civic plant for the City
Hall. The benefits arising therefrom
will be so grest that the extension of
the system will be insisted on in short
arder.

There is plenty of time between now
and the first of January to get the ques-
tion in proper shape for submission to
the people. The resolution of Alfl.
Woods’' is certainly not the shape in
which the issue should go to the people.

OUR TRADE WITH JAPAN.

Canada is on the eve of a great com-
mercial expansion. Our trade on the
Atlantic looks most promising, while
that on the Pacific is not less so. Next
season will witness wonderful activity
at Vancouver and Vigtoria. The Cana-
dian Pacific Railway are putting on a
line of steamers on the Yukcn route,
There is no doubt that Vancouver wll
do the biggest Yukon trade of all the
Pacific coast cities mext year. Canada
has the advantage of the shortcst and
best route to the gold fields, while min-
ers going by the Canadian route will
be subjected to po tariff dutis, But
even better things are I ok-d for from
the trade with Japan., Mr. Anderson,
the Canadian Trade Commissioner to
Japan, who has just returned from =2
business trip through the Orient, speaks
most enthusiastically of the prospects of
extending our trade with Japan. He
visited all the important cities of the
empire, many of which gave banqueis
in his honor, and evinced in a striking
manner their desire to meet Canada half
way in the extension of a mutually pro-

Lﬁm;ble trade. Mr. Anderson thinks this
