No Division Can be Made Until Alfred
Returns From Far-0ff
Japan.

PRIVATE CHARITIES VERY LARGE.

The State and Federal Govern-
ments Will Probably Have
$3,500,000 Between Them.

New York, Sept. 10.—The Herald this
morning says: Cornelius Vanderblit’s vast
estate must remain. tied up hard and fast
until Alfred ‘Vanderbilt, his sécond son, can
arrive home from Japan. KFor four weeks,
therefore, the millions bequeathed by the
head of the house 'will be legally without
a master.

Until the legal formalities have been com-
plied with Willlam K. Vanderbilt will cofi-

tinue to manage the property, as he has
done rractlculy ever pslnce {ls brother’s
first iliness, three years ago.

The State’s Tax $1,000,000,

Assuming that the estate will amount to
$100.000.W%. and that it is devised to the
direct heirs, it will pay an inheritance tax
to the State of $1,000,000, of wh.ch one per
cent,, or $10,000,. will go to. Controller Bird
8, Coler, to compensate him for the cost
of collection. Amother tax wpon the estate
will be collected Dy the collector of internal
revenue as a war tax, and will be paid
into the Treasury of the United States.
The law provides for a tax of 2% per cent.
on bequests of $1,000,000 or more to child-
ren of the testator, 4% per cbnt. on lega-
cles to nephews and nieces and 15 per cent.
on bequests to others than blood relations.

General Government’s Slice,

If the estate is $100,000,000, therefore, the
Government tax will be at least $2,500,000,
50 that to the State and to the natlon
$3,500,000 will be paid before the property
Is divided. The sum that will actually
be paid may reach $4,000,000, as the State
collects 5 per cent. on collateral bequests.
This will probably be the largest tax ever
levied on an estate {n this country.

New facts In regard to Mr. Vanderbit's
private charitles, concerning which he al-
ways observed the greatest ncrec{. are
becoming known.. Senator Depew said last
night that he probably dispensed $500,-
000 a year in these benefactions.

DREYFUS™ PARDON 15 SURE.

Council of Ministers Decided Upon
It Yesterday—Dreyfus Relin-
quishes His Appeal.

PARDON TAKES EFFECT SHORTLY

French People Took It Calmly—Be-
lief That Dreyfus Will Be
Secretly Sent Away.

Paris, Sept. 19.—The Council of Ministers
to-day decided to pardon Dreyfus in prin-
ciple. The pardon will take effect in a few
days. Dreyfus has relinquished his appeal

for a reversal of the judgment of the
court-martial.

"What “In Principle” Means.

“In principle” is an idiom sometimes used
in semi-official announcements of forthcom-
ing action. It seems to have but slight
bearing on the matter, except, perhaps, that
it ‘implies the fulfilment of various formali-
ties before the pardon is actually is
thereby qualifying the announcement of the
pardon with slight tentativeness. It is not
known yet whether the pardon includes
amnesty,

The Pardon Actually Signed.

Up to 6 o'clock this evening the utmost
calm prevailed throughout Paris. The de-
cision of the Cabinet to pardon Dreytus
seemed to have passed unnoticed. The only
remark heard was, “We expected it.”

The official announcement was made in
the form cabled to the Assoclated Press, in
order to avoid demonstrations of any kiand
at Rennes and in Paris. But the pardon of
Dreyfus was not merely imminent, but was
actually signed this morning. Measurss
nave been taken in Rennes in connectioz
~ith it and it will have a good effect gep-
erally.

May Go to England,

The newspapers now publish the first
semi-official announcement of the Cabinet’s
decision without comment.

The Journal des Debats, however, says:
‘““We are assured that the family will re-
celve an order for Dreyfus to leave Rennes
unperceived very shortly, during the night
time. The Government does not know or,
in any case, does not say where Dreyfus
is going.”

The Journal des Debats, however, follows
the foregoing with the report that Madame
Dreyfus has taken a villa at Folkestone,
near Dover, England. This report has been
denied, but many believe Dreyfus will go
to England on his release, which may take
place even to-night. The result of a tele-
phonic enquiry at Rennes this afternoon
‘sbcws Dreyfus has not yet left his prison.

People Took It Calmly,

The announcement that Dreyfus was to
be pardoned had already been discounted
by predictions, and there was absolutely no
excitement displayed anywhere along :he
boulevards when the newsboys ran along
at_about 3.15 p.m., with the first edi*lons
cohtaining the statement that the Cabinet
had decided to pardon Dreyfus. The news-
papers sold quickly, but there was no rush
for them upon the part of the boule-
vardiers.

Those who bought the papers sat down in
front of the cafes and read the ann> mnee-
ment without comment, Everyone expest-
:id_{_lt, and the decision met with no opposi-

on.

The Droits de I'Home (Rights of Man),
the Soclalist organ, said: *“Our task re.
mains the same after ag before the libera-
tion of Dreyfus, to continue the campaign
against all those who are responsible for
the lamentable affajr '

Will Be Spirited Away.

It Is sald that Dreyfus will be sent
abroad before the promulgation of his par-
don, in order to avoiq demonstratioas.

Kestner, the first champion of Dreyfus, and
to whom Dreyfus wil] virtually owe his

He had been ill during the last few days,

but it was not thought that his {llness
would prove fatal,
