block of a million shares of the Cham-
bers-Feérland property, at well above
mgv price at which these shares are
now selling in the open market. The
offer is being considered, and a na-
dian broker will arrive in Lond on
Monday to negotiate with the parties
who want to secure a large investment
in this new company. There has been
excellent abgorption of the La Rose
shares all over the continent, and New
York is beginning to take a greater
interest in Cobalt than it has done
since the boom two years ago. The
resuming of full shipments by the Sil-
ver Queen property has taken place.

Now when we tried
this on any veins or stringers between
that vein and the place where the wire
was imbedded in the Temiskaming
vein a faint tapping could be heard,
but by no means as distinctly as when
the iron. rods were on Beaver big vein.
The nearer one got to this big vein
the louder was the tapping.
