FRENCH SENATE DISCUSS
NEW TRENTY WITH GANIDY

Ministar of Commerce-Says Tariff
War is the Alternative—Argu-
ments of Opposition.

PARIS, March 30,—Discussing. the
Franco-Canadian 'tteaty in the senat:

to-day, Minister of Commerce Cruppi
{nsisted that every rich country in the
rorld #hould be a client of France,
and he described the development of
the United States as the ‘‘greatest
econemic event of the last century.”

He sald that great development in
Canada could be expected, and. that
the sénate must chpove between the
adoption of a trealy or a war tariff,
and expressed the i opinion that the
adoption of a treaty would bring un-
doubted benefit to ¥France, .

The opposition was volced by
Edouard Fertier, who was favor of
postponing adoption, pend +he com-~
pletion of the revision of thz French
tariff. In spite of the new concessions
that Canadians ‘may not =send to
France cattle fattened for slaughter,
M, Fortier said. be - belleved . that
French cattle breeders were insuffi-
ciently protected, While French agri-
cultural interests awere liable to suf-
fer from competition with American
agricultural machihery.
