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HALE AND HEARTY
AT A GREAT
AGE

John McKelvie of Monc-
ton, Aged 102, is a
“Grand Old Man”---
His Life Story.

Moneton, N. B., April 25.—(Special)—
Living at the age of one hundred and
two years in excellent health and able to
be about, John McKelvie, who resides
with Dennis Hannigan, Bridge street,
gives an interesting account of his life.

The aged gentleman was born in the
parish of Donaghmore, county of Donegal,
Ireland in the year 1806. His memory has
somewhat failed him of late and when
asked what year he came to this country
he said it was about five years before
Queen Victoria was crowned which would
be in 1832. McKelvie landed in St. John in
that year where he remained for some
seven years being engaged at ship-building.
After leaving St. John he went to Fort
Lawrence between Sackville and Amherst,
and worked on a farm for one summer.
| From there he went to Memramcook,
where he spent the greater part of his life
and for sixty years was engaged in the car-
riage making busines there. McKelvie was
married at Memramcook. There was io
railroad at that time and one was obliged
to walk or drive. They generally chose
the latter but McKelvie told of walking on
several occasions from Memramcook to
Chatham, which is a distance of about one
hundred miles. The time usually taken
for this trip was two days.

About eight years ago McKelvie went to
Buctouche where he lived with his daugh-
ter, Mrs. Andrew Hannigan. He came to
Moncton about three weeks ago. Mrs. Ed-
ward Donahue, of Sunny Brae, is a daugh-
ter, while Mrs. Chambers, wife of And-
rew Chambers of the Penitentiary staff at
Dorchester, is another daughter. .

New Orleans, April 25.—The dead, more
than two hundred, the injured at least
500. These were the grim facts which
came to light today when a little of the
wreckage of yesterday’s tornado in Louisi-
ana, Mississippi and Alabama, had been
cleared away.

The tornadoes lasted altogether 12
hours, striking.the town one after the
other from before daylight Friday until
mid afternoon. Many hours after they
struck trains bearing, nearly two hundred
injured came crawling cautiously out of
the tornado district, leaving behind them
one town, Purvis, Miss., utterly demol-
ished, five others practically blown away,
and fifteen little villages in more or less
acute stages of ruin. With the wounded
came the details of one of the worst
wind disasters in the history of the Gulf
States.

Forty-Six White Dead

First it became known that negroes
comprised most 'of the dead and badly
wounded, and that the picturesque cabins,
noted for flimsy happy-go-ucky construc-
tion, had been converted by the wind in-
to wholesale death-traps. It was in the

almost without warning, that most of the
negro deaths occurred. The identified
white dead early today numbered 42. In
addition it was reported that four whites
had been killed at MecCallum, Miss.,
which would bring the white death list
up to 46. The number of negroes killed
was between 150 and ‘175. i

The Towns Destroyed
The following towns 'werg more ‘or less

Richmond, Lamourie, La.,  Wingate,
New Augusta, Columbus, Walls., Braxton,
Bellegrove, Melton, Pine Ridge, Quitmans
Landing, Fairchilds: Creek and Wahalan-
tan, Mississippi and Bergen, Ala,

Many of these places are merely a collec-
tion of two story dwellings so that the
property loss will not reach very large
figures. No estimates of property damage
have yet been made.

The destruction .of Purvis, Miss., occur-
red at 2 o'clock Friday afternoon and was
all over in a few minutes. Of two hund-
red dwellings only seven.were left stand-
ing. The ‘court house, the only public
building in town to withstand the wind
was packed with dead and injured, and
utilized as the only available hospital
within many miles.

Fiying Messengers of Death

C. W. Cromwell, of Jackson., Miss., in
attempting to describe the storm said that
all he had realized was that the air was
full of flying timbers. These timbers dealt
death to many persons who sought safety
in the open air, while the falling of walls
was a still greater peril to those who re-

fall of these cabins, which went down:

mained within doors. One child is said to
have been kneeling in prayer, her uncle
bending over her in an attempt to shield
her, but despite his care, a timber, which
did not touch him, killed the little girl.
Scarcely one brick of one school house was
left on the other. School had been dis-
miseed only a moment before the tornado
struck. In a field near the town a farmer
who was -ploughing saw the storm ap-
proaching and managed to get his family
out of doors and behind stumps before the
wind struck. The house was blown away
but none of the farmer’s family were in-
jured. One child that was killed, is said
to have been lifted high in the air and
while still well above the ground to have
been strueck by a heavy fiying timber
which' caused its; death:

Stopped Train With Bloody Flag

When the storm was over, a special
train beating. twelve physicians and’ fifteen
other persons went to Purvis. Meanwhile
a second relief train started for Lumber-
ton. - One train was stopped by a woman
waving & red cloth. When the engineer
ran ahead to see what she wanted, the
woman fainted and 'the engineer found
that the color of the cloth was caused by
blood. A search revealed her home near
the railroad and three members of her
family were found dead. A man who
drove into Purvis last night-reported that
he saw the bodies of several negroes lying
beside ‘the road. At nightfall what was
left of the town was put under martial
law, & military ‘company preserving order.

Victims Mosfly Neeroes '

Atlanta, Ga., April 25—Reports since
last night show that deaths by the torna-
do in Mississippi, Alabama and Louisiana
are abou: 225. The death list was sudden-
1y swelled by nearly one hundred addition-
al victims in Purvis and McLaurin, Miss.,
towns near here, from up to midnight.
The first reports indicated that four fifthe
of the victims were negroes but the later
reports show an increasing number of
whites.

SOUTHERN TOWNS BATTERED
BY MERCILESS TORNADOES

Two Hundred Dead and at Least Five Hundred
Injured-—-Was One of Worst Wind Disasters

One After Another the Wind Storms Came and Inflicted Awful Damages---
Assault of the Elements Lasted for Over Twelve Hours---Many Awful
Stories Told---Substantial Towns Wiped Out Like Structures of Cards.

Practically the entire town was destroy-
ed and it is estimated that 120 dwellings
were torn from
many of them wrecked. Scores of home-
less people walked the streets last night
giving way to the injured who were shel-
tered in the few houses remaining in the
town.

Killed in Church Tower

Rev. Father Felix Rumpf was probably
the first person killed at Amite. He was
in the bell tower of his church having just
finished ringing the noonday bell and was
crushed to death by the falling tower.
Mrs. A. N. Ogden of Amite was caught
by the tornado as she was driving to her
home, A tree fell across her horse, kil-
ling the animal but she was uninjured.
Torty persons were at dinner in the Com-
mercial hotel /when the storm struck and
the roof was carried away but not one of
the diners was hurt, The path of the
tornado was two and a half miles wide.

The greatest loss of life among negroes
oecurred in the vicinity of Natchez, Miss.
In Concordia parish, La., across the Mis-
%igsippi from Natchez, thirteen lives were
lost, all except two of the dead being

negroes.
Twenty-Five More Killled

Twenty-five persons were killed in
Adams County, Miss., near Natchez, and
thirty-five were killed in the neighbor
hood of Churchill, in Jefferson County,
Miss. The tornadoes in'this section were
100 miles north of the Amite tornado and

strutk about breakfast time. It was in this.

section that a negro baby wag eaught in
the wind, carried three hundred yards and
deposited in a swamp, unhurt. An aged
negro woman was whirled into the air
and her head was almost severed by flying
timbers before she fell in a cotton field a
hundred yards from where her cabin had
stcod. Physicians from Vidalia, La., and
Natchez spent all day treating the wound-
ed. Those most seriously hurt were sent
back to the cities for attention. :

Scores of injured animals were killed to
relieve .them of their suffering.

Cut 100 Yard Path in City

CUT 100 YARD PATH'IN CITY.
Atlanta, Ga., April 25.—A long distance
telephone message from Griffin, Ga., says
that Mr. L. E. Greer and M. Q. Chapel
were killed outright ' in' their homes and
that a Mm. Harris and her son have died
since.. At 10 o’clock this morning it was
reported that there had been a 'number of
other deaths as the result of the storm
but this report has not been verified.
The storm struck Griffin at 2 o'clock
this morning cutting a path a hundred
yards wide through the city and destroy-
ing twenty five houses besides the Baptist
church and one or two other public build-
ings. A number of persons were injured.

Mr. Plumer said there was no
definite understanding about resumption
of conferences but they would likely meet
again either in Montreal or Toronto.
