35 47 X\ . lie was fired into, 
and brought to hy the Britisli sloop-of-war 
Rose ; the boat sent on hoard, and the papers 
demanded and examined, tinder the plea of 
supposition that she was a slaver. It proved 
on examination that she was not a slaver, 
and was therefore permitted to go ; hut the 
attempt to put an end to piracy merits ap­
probation.— A7. Y. Paper.
