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6. A Patron and Vicc-Patrons may be elected at the first 

meeting and aferwarda whenever a vacancy occurs.
7. The Deputy Adjutant-Generals and Brigade Majors of* 

tho Province, being members of the Association, shall be 
members, ex-officio, of the Council.

8. The -Representatives to the Council must be members 
of Association, either by affiliation or otherwise ; they shall 
be chosen annually by the Association they represent, and their

sent to the Secretary, at least one month before the 
annual meeting; and to entitle to vote any changes must be 
duly notified to the Secretary.

9. The Council
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may from time to time make such By- 
Laws for their proper guidance as they may deem necessary, 
but no by-law to be altered or new one proposed, without at 
least such notice being given to each member of the Council, 
as by the by-laws may bo determined.

10. The Annual Prize Meeting shall be held at such time 
#and l)lace ™ may be agreed on at the annual business meeting.

11. The Annual Business Meeting shall be held at such 
time and place as may bo determined on, by the by-laws ; and 
this meeting terminates the previous year’s business.

12. An Annual Report shall be made by tho Secretary 
and Treasurer and submitted to the Council, previous to 
publication.

13. At its annual meeting the Council shall appoint an 
Executive Committee of eleven of its members, who with the 
Secretary and Treasurer, shall carry out tho Annual Prize 
Meeting, and give effect to such instructions as the Council 
may from time to time order respecting the 
the affairs of the Association.
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
