The first of the letters which opened 
the negotiations on August 17 refsrs .to 
the campaign of advertising conducted 
by foreign newspaper editors In an ef­
fort to stop the war, and then unfolds 
the present plan, which is to be backed 
by “private citizens.”

“No one could institute It better than 
William Jennings Bryan, who is known 
all over the world as a champion of ever­
lasting peace," says the letter. “As a 
private citizen lie would help more thar. 
he could as part of the government. He 
lias the confidence of the people plus 

Mr. Bryan’s proposed trip will be for that of the president.”

|“After the talk I had with Mr. 
Bryan,” writes Dr. Forgo, “I am under 
the impression that, provided it develops 
at his meeting with the editors that his 
going abroad is advisable, he, himself, 
will for the love of the cause, not only 
sacrifice his time but will also pay his 
own expenses.”

This was in answer to a number of 
the conferers who proposed that a fund 
be raised from which to pay Mr. Bryan 
a salary and his expenses.

Dr. Forgo’s first correspondence with 
Mr. Bryan and some of the editors of 
foreign language newspapers started on 
August 17. Letters were not made pub­
lic. however, until today.

MISER WEEPS OVER 
"DEÜE1T FRANCE"

Waft Result Will Be Purification tf 

Germany, He Savs.

»
Parish, Sept. 13—A Basel despatch 

summarizes a recently published brochure 
by Anton Fendrich, the prominent Baden 
Socialist, describing a conversation with 
Emperor William at the ' general head­
quarters on .the western front.

The emperor received the Socialist cor­
dially and democratically in a garden. 
His bodyguard at headquarters were 
mostly Socialists, “fine fellows,” the em­
peror said.

Herr Fendrich1 was greatly impressed 
with the emperor’s sincere pacifism and 
also with the sorrow of hb disillusion­
ment regarding his royal relatives in 
England and Russie who “betrayed him 
al a moment of danger.”

“The emperor,” Herr Fendrich said, 
“related for half an hour horrible French 
atrocities. Carried away by the mon­
strosity of these proved facts, which 
leave no hope for decadent France, the 
emperor wept more than once at the 
shame of such demoralization of a onpe 
noble people, victimized now by a fixed 
idea.”

The emperor said the result of the 
war would be “the unification and puri­
fication of Germany for her historic task 
of serving as the heart of Europe."

Herr. Fendrich reports that the em­
peror looked younger, fresher and more 
energetic than ever; his eyes were bright 
and hb face was unlined by care.

BRYAN MAY GO ABROAD
TO TRY TO END WAR.

Publishers of Foreign Language News­
papers Will Decide on September 17.

Philadelphia, Sept. 13—William Jen­
nings Bryan has signified his wiUingness 
to go to Europe and attempt to bring 
about peace.

Whether or not he will go will be de­
cided at a conference between the pub­
lishers of foreign language newspapers 
and himself in. Washington on Septem­
ber 17.

The announcement of Mr. Bryan’s de­
cision was contained in a letter received 
today by the editor of an Italian news­
paper from Dr. William Forgo of 1023 
Kust Second street, Brooklyn, who pub­
lishes the “Forgo Guides” and heads a 
movement to have Mr. Bryan try to stop 
the war. The announcement was ae-

ment was not' disposed to draw the 
grounds at Ixmg Branch.
