Two to Anglican Priesthood
and One Is Made
Deacon

ADDRESS BY BISHOP
OF FREDERICTON

Counsels Those Being Or-
dained on Matters Affect-

Belief in the miraculous as a safe-
guard against infidelity and modern-
ism . was stressed by Rt. Rev. John
Andrew Richardson, D.D., L.L.D., D.C.
L.., Lord Bishop of Fredericton, in his
address to three candidates present-
ed for ordination at St. Luke’s Church
today. At a solemn service at 10.30 a.
m., and which lasted until noon time,
Rev. Cecil Harcourt, curate of that
parish, and Rev. Henry Sherman
Shepherd of Millerton, Northumber-
land county, were ordained priests, and
A. LeDrew Gardner, curate at St.
Mary’s church, this city, was ordered
deacon. The ordinands were present-
ed to His Lordship by Ven. Agchdea-
con A. H. Crowfgot, D.D., rector of
St. Paul’s (Valley) church. In the
procession of clergy and choirsters were
about a dozen clergy, including, be-
sides those named, Rev. Canon R. P.

BISHOP'S ADDRESS.

At the close of the processional
hymn, Bishop Richardson from the
pulpit addressed the candidates for
holy orders. Referring to today being
the feast day of St. John the Baptist,
His Lordship reminded his hearers
that St. John was miraculously born
as one out of due time and spent
many years in the wilderness in pre-
paration for his great work. Those
who were being ordained must be-
ware of weakening in their attitude
towards the true faith. The way to
infidelity was easy, for infidently and
mordernism began in _weakening in
faith as to the miraculous.
should encourage their people to be-
lieve in miracles, for it should be re-
membered that we also had been
miraculously born of the Spirit. There
lives were linked up with those of the
Blessed Lord. St. John the Baptist
had a distinct abiding vision of God
as a result of his years of preparation
in the wilderness. Long careful pre-
paration was necessary for the work
of the sacred ministry. The Bishop
warned the ordinands that the only
hope of an effective ministry was to
have God in the foreground, in the
back ground and all about. That vis-
ion could be kept clear by close re-
lationship with the Lord Jesus Christ.

His Lordship exhorted the candi-
dates to keep their bodies under sub-
jection, even as St. Paul the Apostle,
so that no discredit would be brought
upon the church. It should be re-
membered that the ministry of St.
John the Baptist was the ministry of
a man not self-appointed but of a
man called. Were they sure God was
calling them? Show him a priest of
the church who was sure God called
him and he would show them a man
who would never go back on his un-
dertaking.

THE PULPIT.

The Bishop stressed the importance
of the pulpit, remarking that preachers
were born, not made, and only after
hard work did the clergy become
strong preachers. He also gave a
warning concerning dependence on old
sermons. Humility, sincerity, open-
mindedness and adherence to God’s
truth were virtues which should be
held by the priests of the church, said
His Lordship in conclusion.

Then followed the long ordination
service, including that for the ordina-
tion of priests and parts of that for
deacons. At the ordination of Messrs.
Harcourt and Shepherd the “Veni Cre-
ator Spiritus” was repeated by the
clergy present, beginning “Come Holy
Ghost our souls inspire, and lighten
with celestial fire.”

In the aet of ordinations the bishop
said: “Receive the Holy Ghost for the
office of a priest in the Church of
God, now committed unto thee by the
imposition of ‘our hands. Whose sins
thou dost forgive they are forgiven and
whose sins thou dost retain they are
retained; and be thou a faithful dis-
penser of the Word of God and of His
Holy Sacraments. In the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Ghost. Amen.”

RELATIVES PRESENT

Many friends and relatives of those
ordained were seated in the congrega-
tion.

Mr. Gardner, who is a native of
Newfoundland, has been lay assistant
at St. Mary’s, Bartholomew’s church,
Coldbrook and East Saint John during
the last year and a half and has been
a student of Wycliffe College.

HAS B. A. DEGREE

Rev. Cecil Harcourt is the curate of
St. Luke’s church and was graduated
from Toronto University with the de-
gree of B. A, in 1915, being granted
the wartime privilege of a shorter
term in ordeér that he might enlist. He
went overseas with the second Cana-
dian contingent in a Toronto unit and
won his commission on the field. He
was wounded more than once and war
disabilities have prevented his taking
up permanent parish duties until he
was appointed curate of St. Luke’s a
few months ago. He received his theo-
logical training at Wycliffe College and
for about one year was honorary as-

sistant in a parish in North Toronto.

Rev. H. B. Shepherd is a New Bruns-
wicker and a graduate of King’s Col-
lege. For the last year he has been
rector at Millerton.

G. P. Mackenzie Heads Ex-
pedition to Within 11
Degrees of Pole

MAKE OUTPORT ON
BACHE PENINSULA

Will Bring Back Police After
Years on Duty in
Arctic

On his way to the Arctic archi-
pelago, G. P. Mackenzie arrived in Saint
John' last evening and left this morning
for North Sydney, from which port he
will sail on the Beothic, in command
of a Canadian Government expedition
to the Far North. .

Mr. Mackenzie, whose headquarters
are at Ottwa, is attached to the North-
west, Indian Territories and Yukon
Branch of the Department of the In-
terior. This is a relief expedition-ith
the objective Bache Peninsula, wherz
it is hoped to establish an  oulpost.
This post will be 79 dsgre2s north lati-
tude, or 11 degrees from the pcle.

BRING POLICE BACK.

The expedition will carry seven mem-
bers of the Royal Canadians Police to
relieve those at present on outpost
duty. Some of these men stay in the
north for two or three years. The
cruise also was for'the purpose, Mr.
Mackenzie said, of 'maintaining the
sovereignty rights of the Dominion of
Canada to certain of the places to be
visited. &

The first place to be visited “would
be the Danish Settlement at Godhavn,
North Greenland. This would be
merely a courtesy visit, the Cdnadian
and Danish governments working in
harmony in this manner, Mr. Mackenzie
sgid. The second stop would be Pond’s
Inlet, Baffin Land, and the third Dun-
das Harbor, North Devon Island. From
there the expedition would go to Craig
Harbor, Ellsmere Island, and the
farthest north point which the expedi-
tion hoped to reach would be Bache
Peninsula. There were posts estab-
lished at all these places, with the ex-
ception of the last one, and it was
hoped to organize one there.

READY FOR. EMERGENCIES.

On the way back the expedition
would call at Pangnirtung, in Cumber-
land Gulf, Baffin Land, the southern-
most station, and if all went well it
was hoped to be back at North Syd-
ney in two months’ time. Supplies
enpugh to last for 15 months would be
taken on the voyage, however, in case
the vessel got frozen in and had wait
until next summer to come out.

Mr. Mackenzie, who is a native of

Malagash, N. S.,, will go first to St.
John’s, Nfid,, and, returning to Notth
Sydney, sail from the latter port on
July 14. He was accompanied here by
Mrs. Mackenzie, who ‘probably would
remain in the Maritime Provinces dur-
ing the summer. "They arrived in Saint
John last evening by automobile, hav-
ing motored through from Ottawa.
They entered the province via Riviere
du Loup and Edmundston, and report
the roads from the northern border
to Saint John to be excellént.
It was at first the intention to go
through Maine, but, meeting a local
motorist at St. Leonard’s, they ‘decided
to come down through New Brunswick
and were much m'nlpressed by the love-
ly scenery of the upper Saint John
River. )
