Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 9.—The ad-
visability of creating a separate depart-
ment of fisheries in Ottawa was dis-

fishing industry. Henry Doyle, vice-

president of the Northern British Co-

lumbia Fisheries Co., Ltd., and: Richard
Bell-Irving, speaking for the cannery in-
terests, both submitted that the admin-
istration of Canadian fisheries should be
in the hands of a separate department.

Commissioner Duff asked Mr. Doyle if
the latter did not think “the department
could be more competently handled if
there was one branch devoted to the
fishing industry in British Columbia and
another looking after the fisheries on the
Atlantic and inland waters.”

‘MILL TO RE-OPEN.

Ware, Mass., Sept. 9—George E. Tuck-
er, agent for the Otis Company mills,
last night announced that the plant will
be re-opened on Monday morning, Sept.
11, with wages at the rate prevailing
prior to February 18. The mills were

 closed on March 8, following a strike
'of 100 weavers and about twenty yard
