‘Menaced Only By Falies

Promises Big Aid

Financing Needed to Rebuild Cities Safe

Cleveland, Ohio, Dec. 15—A new era
has beégun in urban  development
throughout -the United States, which can
be checked only by the discredit of real
| bonds by such imitations as James J.
Hill recently denounced, suid S. W.
Straus of Chicugo, in an optimistic ad-
dress to the Cleveland Real Estate
| Board. Only the darker half of the
| truth was told by Mr. Hill in his Chic-
{ago speech to the Investment’ Bankers’
| Association, according to Mr. Straus,
| who said: ;

“Why did he not add to the truths
{he uttered there, truths-of: still more im-
port, which he well might have added?
Why did he not throw the searchlight
into the future as well as reveal the
manipulations of the past?

“It is no doubt true that we have
! eached a transition period, no doubt
'true, as a nation, we have in financial
matters set forth on new highways,
broader than those blind alleys against
(which he warned us. But it is also
i true that our colors are flying bravely;
,bands are playing quite as inspiring
! quicksteps as the nation yet has heard.”

In this optimistic vein Mr. Straus con-
tinukd:
| “That day is past when popularity
i ekists for the so-called bonds which are
based merely upon equities. Not all,
| but many of the issues of collateral trust
i and debenture bonds were of the sort
by which the country, as Mr. Hill has
said, has become waterlogged. Before
Mr. Hill spoke so frankly, the country
in. general had learned often by hard
experience, that there is - world of dif-
ference between bonds and so-called
bonds, against which his pungent erit-
icism was directed.

“But let us not forget that the major
portion of the bonds outstanding are
true to those virtues which have made
the name’ “bonds” so alluring to those
who would create a counterfeit. Origin-
ally, bonds were fractional portions of
a first mortgage and it 'was by virtue of
these first mo and the bonds is-
sued thereunder, that the railroads have
been built and developed the country,
'made agriculture possible and created
cities. Such bonds today are unassail-
able and Mr. Hill could well have add-
ed the eulogy of all such bonds have
done for the development of the coun-
try and for the security of the invest-
ors, among whom the widows and or-
p(ll\ans are pot the least to be consider-

“When the first mo railroad
bonds were first issued, notwithstand-
ing all they held of potential import-
ance to the country, it was necessary
to allay doubts about them, simply
because they were new. Since then,
there have been issmed hundreds of mil-
lions of these bonds, and there also have
been issued hundreds of millions of
bonds of another sort—first mortgages
against great industrial enterprises. Mr.
Hill deplored the fact that in these days
some issues of railroad and industrial
bonds were based not on tangible prop-

s

erty at reasonable valuations, but upom
the superstructure of equities, and in-
tangible properties which mig‘nt be ex-
tinguished. Real bonds, first lien bonds,
have been true to their trust to the
public and magic in their usefulness to
the nation. When we contemplate the
stupendous structure of first mortgage
financing in these United States, it as-
sumes the commanding strength and
magnitude of Gibraltar, and this is the
rock upon which the greater part of
the railroad, industrial and other enter-
prises of the country are based.

“We are all agreed with Mr Hill
that the country has reached the tram-
sition period, and I venture the ¢
tion, and shall give the reasons for the
prediction, that the new era now open~
ing in our national finance will be based
upon that form of security about which
you have asked me to address you, first
mortgage real estate bonds. There, are
counterfeits masquerading as securities
of this class which are, like those in
railroad financing, based on equities, or
mere promises to pay—if. But mark
my words, gentlemen, it will be the first
mortgage real estate bond during the
next decade which will serve as a means
for the upbuilding of urban communi-
ties, by the use of the funds not of the
great capitalists, but of the thrifty citi-
zens of those communities who are seek-
ing security for their investments and,
at the same time a rate of interest which
is in harmony with the cost of living.
The problem of the cost of living is no
small factor in bringing due recognition
to first mortgage real estate bonds. Par-
ticularly in western cities people can
afford to pay a rate of five to six per
cent for building loans on well located
f:ity property and the device of divid-
ing big loans on a skyscraper into integ-
ral parts of $1,000, or $500, or even $100,
has done wonders in Chicago, and will
do even greater wonders in the years
to come in that city and other cities
throughout the land.

“The fire waste in the United States,
owing to the failure to build in this
country as securely against the ravages
of fire as they do in Eurdpe, has been
estimated to be no less than $200,000,-
000 a year. This, as you know, is fore-
ing the rebuilding of many structures,
and will force the rebuilding of a still
greater number of the buildings in our
cities, to minimize the fire hazard. The
rebuilding must be done and the prob-
lem is how to finance it. From actual
experience in Chicago, Milwaukee, Pitts~
burgh and some other cities, the answer
is—the first mortgage real estate bond.

“The dweller in flats may own a
part of the mortgage on that very flat;
the tenant in the skyscraper may own
a fractional part of the huge mortgage
on that skyscraper and have his capital
earning a good, round rate of interest,
by the device of splitting the big mort-
gage into small integral parts, bond:,
each bond havi equal security an
equal power of foreclosure to that of
the millionaire who loans his funds for
building operations.” -

| was. She was housekeeper to the Squire
{ of Yealmpton, more than 100 yeags ago,
and it was a guest of the squire’s Sarah
i Catherine Martin, who wrote the
nursery rhyme about her ‘and her dogd.
The book in which it is written is still
in the squire¢’s house, and inside it is
an inscription showing it to be the or-
.iginal presentation copy dedicated to
f\Jolm Pollaxfen Mastabale, Yisq., M:! P,
“at whose suggestion and at whose house
these notable sketcLes were designed.”
The daté was June 1, 1803.

Yealmpton Church, whose tower is in
{so parlous a state, is one of the oldest
in England, the list of its vicars going
back to 1297, It is perched on the side
of a hill instead of at the top, as is most
customary in the West Country, and is
severely plain in exterior and innocent
of decoration within. The vicar de-
clares, by the way, that to those child-
ren who send not less than a shilling,
or twenty-five cents, he will show his

gratitude by sending them a pileturs
post card of the church and tower.
Apropos of this quaint appeal, the his-
tory of other nursery rhymes is being
recalled. “The House that Jack Built,”

for instance, was an adaptation of a
Chaldee hymn, symbolizing events in the
history of the Hebrew nation. “Jack
Sprat,” was no less exalted a personage
than Archdeacon Sprat, whose name ap-
peared in the original version. A ro-
mantic histcry attaches to “Little Jack
Horner,” who wa. steward to the Ab-
bot of Glastonbury. The latter wished
to appease King Henry VIIL, who was
indignant because the monks had built
a kitchen which he could not burn down.
The abhot accordingly despatched Jack
Horner with & specially tempting-look=
ing pie, which was filled inside with the
titie-deeds of twelve monasteries, as a
present to the king. Jack Horner shyly
abstracted one deed, which was that re-
ferring to the Manor of Wells, and on
his return to Glastonbury he informed
the abbot that the deed had been given
to him by the king. The rhyme was
{ founded on this incident, the “plum”
| which he abstractec being the title-deed
|'of Wells.

“Humpty Dumpty” is said to have
been a bold, bad baron in the time of
King John. “T’he Babes in the Wood”
had their origin in an actual crime com-
mitted in the fifteenth century, and the
story may be seen carved on the man-
tlepiecce of an ancient house in Nor-
folk. “Little Bo-Peep” was not a maiden
but the holy friar (“boo” or “bod” be-
ing a contraction of the word for mess
senger) who, in Anglo-Saxon dny*,
went round collecting for the monaster-
ies. The “sheep” referred to the congre:
gation, and their “tails” to the contribu~
tions they would bring in with them.
“Jack and Jill” is supposed to refer to
the complete amalgamation between ths
Saxons and Normans.
