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London, June 15.—(By mail.)—On 

Ascension Day, 1623, Dr. John Donne, 
poet and divine, who had been installed 
as Dean of St. Paul's some eighteen 
months before, preached the sermon at 
the consecration of Lincoln’s Inn 
t’ha pel. Yesterday, being Ascension 
Day, 1923, Dr. W. R. Inge, the present 
Dean of St. Paul’s, gave an address at 
a service to mark the three hundredth 
anniversary. The attendance was 
large, but not so crowded as in 1623, 
when, according to contemporary let­
ters, “there was a great concourse of 
noblemen and gentlemen, whereof two 
or three were endangered and taken up 
for dead for the time with the extreme 
press and thronging.” Nor, probably, 
was Dean Inge’s address so long as 
Donne's sermon; for in those days a 
popular preacher (and Donne was the 
most popular) measured his words by 
the hour, anti the remains of the hour­
glass used in the chapel pulpit are still 
preserved at Lincoln’s Inn.

Donne had heen.-divinity reader or 
preached to the society, resigning his 
office on his elevation to St. Paul’s, “Mr. 
Doctor Donne,” says a punning minute 
in the otherwise sober records of the 
society, “being lately advanced by the 
King’s Majesty to the Deanry of 
Poule’s by reason wljercof he cannot 
conveniently supply the place of a pub­
lic preacher of God’s Word in this 
house, as formerly he hadth Donne.”

Moscow, July 5.—(By A. P.)—The 

constitution of the new union of soviet
Socialist republics, or the United States 
of Russia, approved by the Russian 
Parliament, parallels to a ébnsiderable 
degree the original American constitu­
tion, although it provides some prin­
ciples of government resembling the 
British. It prohibits the secession of 
states, while vesting the right in some 
purely internal affairs in the states.

Definite prohibition of state seces­
sion was not embodied in the Ameri­
can constitution of 4787 ; but the Rus- 
Bion constitution strictly prohibits this 
without the consent of all the states.

Of most importance in 
this connection is the relation between 
France and England. What is general­
ly expected Is that some crisis will 
arise between those two countries, but 
that it will be amicably settled. Am­
bassador Jusserand in addressing Col­
umbia students yesterday referred to 
the present relations of France and 
England as “transitory friction.”

Veto For Federal Power.
Education, health, public welfare and 

internal affairs are left strictly to the 
various states, but the federal govern­
ment is empowered to veto the decrees 
of any state government. The head 
of the state political police, 
to the cheka, Is an ex-officio member 
of the federal council of commissars, 
and the jurisdiction of the federal 
police extends throughout the republic.

A supreme court of 11 members and 
one representative of the political po­
lice will have jurisdiction over all of­
fences, espionage, counter-revolution 
and cases involving members of the 
government and also legal disputes 
among the states. The decision of the 
federal government are binding on all 
states.

The permanent capital is Moscow, 
and the new flag has a blood-red back­
ground with globe, hammer and sickle, 
emblem of the present federation, in 
the centre and the inscription in six 
languages, “Proletariat of the world, 
unite.”
