Close to whom a summons was
sent by the coroner was the first witness
called, he testified as follows:—I am an
engineer and machinist with Stetson,
Cutler & Co. I was one time employed
at the South Bay mill and put in the en-
gines and boilers about 1883. The boil-
ers had been thoroughly tested at 100
Ibs and were in good order, I tested the
builers at 70 lbs in the mill. They
showed no signs of being weak during
the period I was employed there. X
examined the boilers since the accident.
The botler'in the bay has the ‘appéar-
ance of having been short of water and
warmer than if should have been. I
think it exploded first. I could not ex-
actly give an ideaof the amount of any
pressure carried, but I think there must
have been extra pressure on when the
explosion occurred. The reason for stat-
ing the boiler was warm and dry is that
the boiler has a hole in both ends and
shows an indication of & small stream of
water having been in the bottom. The
noles were caused by the regulation pipe
breaking off.

To Mr. Barnhill. Previous to the ex-
plosion I think the boilers were in good
condition. I think they were strong
enough to answer the purposes of the
mill. Iusedto clean the boilers once
each season with fresh water and once
every four weeks with salt water.
Warm water going on hot plates is much
more dapgerous than cold. I comsider
