In his speech at the opening of the St.
Clair tannel on Saturday last Mr. Wi-
man, made the following remarks in re-
gard to Canada :

But while British capital within Brit-
ish territory has done so much toward
the development of the most important
portion of the United States, how strange
it is that a relative progress has not
been made within Canada itself. It is an
interesting problem to solve, to account
for the retardation of progress on one
side of the border, containing these
Splqndid means of communication, with
their prodigality of expenditure of
British money, while on the
other side of the border, a progress
bas been made more remarkable
than the world has ever before witnessed.
Is there not something wrong by which
sach a country as Canada, greater tran
the United States in area, and ecually as
rich in resources as its ueighbor, should,
with such splendid means of communi-
cation as are here affo-ded, maintain a
progress which in co aparison with that
across the line is inadequate and humilia-
ting. In vain is the cause sought for in
natural, or physical, or financial disabi-
lities. It seems to reside only with the
political condition, which, while extreme-
ly fayorable in Canada, so far as govern-
ment is concerned, nevertheless by her
foreign policy has materially retarded
her progress. While the English
capitalist has been pouring out
his money to make a trade between these
two covntries, while the railway promot-
er and engineer have sought by every
means in their power to facilitate inter-
communication, so that there might ‘be
a most perfect and free exchange of pro-
ducts and merchandise, the politican has
been ut work erecting barriers which
are as effective in regard to its operation
as mountain ranges, wide deserts or
deep morasses. For a selfish political
end, a barrier has been erected athwart
the continent which completety isolates
one section of the English speaking
race from the otber, and which even
great tunnels and great railway arteries
pierce in vain, so far as increase -in

MR. BLAIR AND THE CONSERVATIVE
PARTY.

The story which has been published
that Mr. Blair has been interviewing a
8t. John senator, who issupposed to have
influence at Ottawa, with the object of
securing a seat in the Conservative cab-
inet is probably not correct. Such stories
have been current from time to time for
several years past, but have
never appeared in such a shape
that it was possible to verify
them. There does notseem to be any
good reason why Mr. Blair should at the
present time desire to enter the Domin-
jon cabinet. He is leader of the govern-
ment in New Brunswick and appears to
be tolerably secure in his place. Thede-
feat of the present government has been
confidently predicted so often during the
past two years that people have about
made up their minds that it will
outlast the present House of Assembly.
What will happen in Provincial or Dom-
inion politics after another general elec-
tion no one can predict. At present
there are no v ies in the repr t
tion of New Brunswick in the cabinet,
nor do we see that there is likely to be
any.

THE CHARGES AGAINST THE POSTMASTER
GENERAL.

The resolutions which Mr. Lister
moved last evening against Mr. Haggart,
the postmaster general, are as follows:—

wThat in 1879 Alexander Manning,
Alexander Shields, John J. MacDonald,
James Isbester and Peter McLaren
entered into a contract with the govern-
ment for construction of Section B. of
the Canadian Pacific railway.

“That the contract wss courpleted at &
great profit to the contractors.

“That during the whole period, while
the contract was under construction,
John Haggart, then M. P. and
now M. P, and postmaster
general, was interested in  such
contract and obtained a share of the pro-
fits accruing to Peter McLaren, and re-
ceived large profits from the contract,
and also derived other advantages and
benefits therefrom.

“That while Haggart was so interested
in the contract, the members of the firm
were called upon by the members of the
government for large contributions for
political purposes, and such contribut-
ions were paid out of money of said firm,
with the knowledge and assent of Hag-
gart, the contractors being at that time
dependent upon the government in vari-
ous ways, having their accounts unset-
tled, and matters were subsequently
settled favorably to the contractors.”

It will be observed that this charge is
twelve years old and that it relates toa
period when Mr. Haggart, although a
member of parliament was not a mem-
ber of the government. It is brought
forward now almost at the close of the
jongest session of parliament ever held
1n Canada, evidently for the purpose of
wasting more time and postpon-
ing the prorogation for another
month. Mr. Lister asks that a select
committes be appointed to consider the
charges, and Mr. Haggart, this afternoon
will answer them in the House of Com-
mons. The house will probably not con-
gent to appoint a select committee at
this late day in the session, and will
come to the gensible conclusion that as
the Haggart case has remained
for twelye years without being
inystigated there is no good reason why
it should not remain over until next
year. Mr. Haggart has already testified
_on oath on more than one occasion that
e had no connection with the firm of
contractors referred to and no interest,
direct or indirect, in the work,
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people is concerned.

In this speech Mr. Wiman showed
himself, as usual, to be grossly unfair to
Canada as well as untrathfol. If trade
barriers have been erected which prevent
commerce between Canada and the
United States, Canada is certainly not
responsible for them. Yet Mr. Wiman’s
speech would lead to the inference that
it was all the fault of Canada that
such barriers exist, the fact being
that for twelve years, from 1867 to 1879,
the policy of Canada towards the United
States was most liberal while their policy
to us was most illiberal. As for the
comparative growth of the two countries
Mr. Wiman is equally unfair. The
United States has abundance of capital
while that of Canada is limited and
American capital has naturally enough
been mainly employed in developing
the country in which it was created.
It took the people of the United States
many years to reach even so favorable a
position as Canada now occupies, and
there is certainly nothing in our rate of
progress to give grounds for discourage-
ment. The policy of the United States
has been deliberately framed with a
view to injure us, and if Mr. Wiman had

been a fair man he would have said so
and not sought to throw the blame on
Canada.

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A SEA FIGHT, FROM THE SHORE.

Gathered about a rousing camp fire in
the lumber woods of Maine was a moétley
assemblage of rough shanty-men, taking
their evening smoke after the plain yet
hearty fare allowed these hewers -of
wood.

There were specimens from the “Can-
ucks” of Quebec, “ blue-noses” from New
Brupswick, and Nova Scotia, and
“yankees” from all creation; telling yarns
was in order and it fell to the turn of one
Bill Tompkins, a stout son of Vermont,
who began as follows: “Well boys ¥
haint no seaman an’ can’t tell a sea
story like our friend sailor Jack there,”
pointing to one of the shanty-men, “tho’
I've seen the blue water in my time,
an’ it was my good lack to witness one
of the biggest sea-fight of the late war;
ef you fellers want to hear how such an
affair strock a landsman?, why fill up
your pipes an’ I'll try an’ tell ye.”
«Heave a head thar messmate,” said
sailor Jack, “an’ lets see what kind 0’3
fist ye’ll make of a seayarn.”

“Along in ’62”, said Bill, “when I was
a lad o’ fourteen or thereabouts, I found
myself a-soldiering in camp near Fort
Monroe down in Virginny.”

“You must have been a healthy soldier
at that age,” said Jack.

“Jest you hold yer hosses, an
don’t pick me up afore I'm down,”
said Bill. “I was a soldier, ef I
didn’t carry no arms, ceptin them nater
gin me, an’ the arms of this ere glorious
country, which was painted onto the end
o’ my drum, for ye see I was a drumm-
er-boy, lads, an’ I dunno’ buta dromm-
er who does his duty ain’t as good a
soldier as the best of ’em. However, as
I was a saying, I was adrammer in one
of the N. Y. regiments to camp Ham-
ilton, and barring picket duty, a little
scouting and a few false alarms of an
enemy, that never come, we had had
a tedious round of “drill and dress-par-
ade,” “dress-parade and drill” all that
fust winter of the war ; them things is o’
course mnecessary, 1 know, to make a
good sgoldier, but they git mighty ‘tire-
some arter awhile” Along towards
spring we heard stories of the great iron-
clad what the rebs was a buildin’ over
to Norfolk, an’ which was to play hokey
with all of us Yankees when she got
ready fur to do it. We sot this down,with
the rest o’ sech yarns, as all gammon,
but by hokey, boys, on the eighth of
March out she come sure enuff, an’ I tell
you fellows, she cum ez nigh a carryin’
out her contrac’ as we cared to hev her,
too, fur one day et ennyrate.

« We was put under marchin’ orders
on short notis an’ set out by road fur
Newport-News, a fortified” camp about
twelve miles away. As this was the
fust long march our regiment had start-
ed on, you may guess us greenhorns
overloaded our knapsacks with all sorts
of useless truck, most of which had to be
thrown away long before our journey
was dun. Why, for the last three or
four miles any man might hev picked
up enough blankets to keep him warm
fur the rest o’ his nateral born days.”

-1’11 never forgit our captain, who was
of a slight build, a chaffin the orderly,
who was inclined to bestout and cum from
Boston, abeout the beauties of a soldier’s
life. “Fine chance to travel an’ see the
country, eh sergeant ?” he'd say, or “how
would you like to be on the Boston Com.
mon, sergeant ?” ending with “keep up,
gergeant, the eyes of the company are on
you,” etc.

«Stow that kind of chat an’ let'sget to
the sea part of yer yarn, if thars any sea
in it,” said sailor Jack ; to which inter-
ruption the narrator paid no heed, but
continued as follows:

«We had been meeting runaways for
the last few miles of our march,
darkies an’ cuwilians, an’ on all
sides heard nothing but bad news :
“ghips  sunk,” “troops scattered,”
‘General killed,” was the mildest of
these reports, not encouraging to a lot
of greenhorns like we Was; however we
had a brave colonel; the wuss the reports
grew the more anxious he seemed to get
us up whar the fun was ; an’ we was not
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behind in our own desire to take a hand
in the scrimmage, fur if thar is a tar-
nal fule on this airth it is a recruit before
he has smelled gunpowder. It war’ long
about sundown when we got into camp.
I found that our regiment was goin to
bev the free run of a corn-field to sleep
in, 8o I just poked about till 1 found a
empty bunk in one of the huts of the
20th Massachuseits Regiment. The
owner of the bunk was on guard,or I
might not have been so lucky.”

«Upon inquiry, I learned that the
«Merrimac,” or “Virginia,” as the rebs
called her, had made sad havoc among
the Yankee fleet, setting fire to the “Con-
gress,’ and sinking the “Cumberland” at
her moorings, but I did not need to be
told this, for, lining the shore stood little
groups of the survivors of each ship,those
from the “Congress” weeping, old salts
as they were, at the sight of the white
flag of surrender floating from her top-
mast. Her commander,seeing the “Cum-
berland” fall so quickly a prey to the
“Merrimac” had deemed surrender
the wisest course; he was right too,
bad as it made the men feel,
but it would have done your hearts good,
boys,to hear the crew of the Cumberland
cheer again, an’ again as they pointed
with pride to the glorious stars and
stripes still floating from her halyards. I
believe that’s what ye call ’em aint it,
Jack ?”

“Thats thar name” said the
gailor, who was apparently becom-
ing more interested in the story
the nearer it got to the sea.

«Yer see, boys, the Cumberland hed
gone down with ‘all standing’ hevin’
no time ter surrender ef she’d wanted to.”

« 1 watched the flames play about the
hull an’ run up the riggin of the burn-
ing “Congress” fur a spell, but being
tired, I turned in early, an’ was reelin’
off the sleep at er great rate, when I was
awakened by the biggest kind of an ex-
ploshun that fairly shook the camp. I
was pitched or jumped out inter the
middle of the hut, an’ was certain the
rebs was onto us agin by - sea an’
land ; Norman, a passing guard told us
that it was only the powder magazine
of the burning “Congress” hed exploded,
8o back we went tojbed and slept,as un-
consarned as ef we was used to hevin’
ships blowed up for our amoozement
every night.

«In the morning I was up bright an’
early fur, hevin’ lost my blanket on the
march, I was kinder anxshus ter pick
one up somewhar, ef I could, an’ I hope
I may be shot ef I didn’t find & hog of
a feller with three over him; he only hed
two the rest of the time we was out, but
I hed to get on with only one, boys.”

“The whole command was under arms
right after breakfas’,an’ mighty anxshus
too, as to what would happen next.
Then they began to be rumors of a new
kind of gunboat hevin’ arrived,called the
“Monitor.” “What was she?” “What
could she do?” “Where was she o
was asked from mouth to mouth, but
with slight information, for little was
known of her; her buildin’ was an ex-
periment like, an’ more or less of a Gov-
ernment secret.”

“We Ladn’t long to wait, boys, to see
what that ere Monitor was like, neither,
for on the frigate Minnesota, or Missis-
sippi, I forget jest now which it was, fir-
ing a sort of challenge shot over towards
Sewall’s Pint,out comes the reb. iron clad
jest as peart an’ sassy looking ez she
was the day afore, an’ this time she was
follered by two wooden gun-boats. These
last didn’t stay long after they seen the
Monitor, which, on the approach of the
Merrimac, hed glided right out from be.
hind the big man o’ war, an tous on
shore she didn’t look much bigger nor &
ghip’s boat "longside o’ that frigate.

“The hull affair 'minded me more of &
prize fight between “a little tough” an’ &
big “rough,” or perhaps a combat be-
tween a trim game cock an’a bigger
rooster ; thar warn’t much time wasted
in perliminaries nuther. The troops on
shore not being able to take a hand in
the fight, hed plenty of time to look at it.
The dense smoke raised by the firing
from the big guns partly shet out the
ships, after the fightin begun’ in airnest,
but thar was a nice little breeze
a-blowin’ which helped our seein’ con-
sider’ble; the puttiest sight tho’ was to
see the shot &n’shell that wmissed or
glided off the iron ships croshaying
along tke top of the water.”

“Not “croshaying” but ricocheting is
what you mean,” said one of the lumber-
men. (He came from Boston.)

“Mebbe I does,”continued Bill, “enny-
how,crowshayin’ is what us fellers called
it, an’ it looked putty ’tall events. o

“The soldiers was jest enjoyin’ the
free show fur all it was wuth, when
along came a big white-headed old of-
ficer mounted on a big brown hoss, what
was spotted with foam an’ sweat. He
proved to be Brigadier Gineral Mans-
field, of the Regular Army ;& gallant old
gentleman as ever wore sword; he was
killed in battle later on in the war, but
we found him ’live enough that mornin;’
he called us all kinds of durn fules fur
exposin’ ourselves to a stray shot from
the Merrimac; or for that matter from
the Monitor; he was right too, an noné
of us stopped to argy the pint with
him, but we made a break fur the wood-
ed bluffs whar, ef we didn’t see 80 well,
we was at enney rate much safer.

We kep’ a cheerin’ the Monitor, ’cause
she was the smallest an’ was on our side.
But the way we yelled at the end of the
fight when we see the old Merrimac a
steerin’ fur Norfolk, was a caution to
snaiks, an’ might ha’ been heard
over to Sewall’s Pint ef they was
@'listenin’. We was somewhat surprised
thet the Monitor didn’t foller her, but we
learned later on thet the Monitor being
only on-er kind of trial trip like, an’ not
expectin’ to fight hadn’t much ammer-
nition aboard; in fact it was erbout
out when the * Merrimac” hauled out
er the fight— beside which one shot hed
upsot the turnin’ gear of the tower, an’
the burstin, of a shell too close to his
face hed nearly blinded the captain of
the Yankee ship. As to the “ Merri-
mac ” she, too, was putty badly crippled,
hevin’ one gun disabled by a lucky shot
(from us ), which entered an open port-
hole; she was also “ leakin” badly from
a strain her hull got in rammin’ the
“ Cumberland” the day afore.

“The body of rebs which come down
the James river to help the “Merrimac,”
ef she had been a success, marched back
agin ’thout attackin’ Newport News.
Shortly afterwards we returned to Camp
Hamilton, hevin seen the fust combat
between iron-clad ships o’ war, en’ none
of our crowd killed, wounded or missing,
nuther.”

«Youn fellers will find fulleran’ better
accounts of this affair in the records of
this warand recent magazine articles:
I hev’ only tried to tell you how it
looked to & Yankee drummer-boy;” So,
filling his pipe, Bill Tompkins relapsed
into silence, and shortly afterwards the
entire party turned in for the night.
