WINTER SUGAR BUSINESS.

The Large Cargoes Now on the Way to
St. Jobn.

Schooner Tolanthe has arrived here
with a large cargo of sugar for the
Moncton refinery.

The shipments of sugar to Montreal
over the Canadian Pacific Short Line
from St. John promise to be qulte an im-
portant business this winter. For some
months past the C. P.R. people have
been making improvements in their fac-
ilties for handling sugar cargoes at Sand
Point, and Mr. J. 8. Mayes,the contractor
who is doing the work, has the wharfex-
tension almost completed and the new
warehouse in such an advanced stage of
construction as to insure its being about
ready for use by the time the sugar
cargoes begin to arrive. Mr. Timmer-
man some time ago told a GAZETTE re-
porter that there was even at that early
season of the year more sugar arranged
for to come via St. John, this winter,
than was brought this way
during all last winter. He thought
that this winter's business in
that line would show quite an increase
over any previous one. Already the
GazerTE has news of five vessels of over
1000 tons each which are now on their
way to this port with sugar. They are,
the 1,748 ton ship Minister of Marine,
which sailed from Iloilo on September
1st;, the 1,450 ton bark Abbie 8. Hart,
which sailed from Manila on July
1st.; the large bark Kelvin, which
left Toilo July 13th.; the 1693 ton bark
Angola, which sailed from Manila,
September 3rd; and the bark Artisan,
which left Tloilo prior to October 2nd.
There will be considerable work in dis-
charging these cargoes and loading the
sugar on the cars for transhipment to
Montreal. _‘____._____
