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F. C. B, Conference. ‘

At the F: C. Baptist conference, held |
at Hampstead, the report on foreign
missions was submitted, yesterday, by |
Rev. Dr. McLeod. After speaking of the |
rapid extension of missions throughout
the world, Dr. McLeod said;—There are
today 34 missionary societies at work in |
Africa, and all its two hundred million |
souls are practically within the reach of |
Christian missions. Thirty-three soci- |
eties have begun work in China, and all
its three hundred and fifty million souls
may be visited with the message of the
gospel. - More than fifty societies have
entered India, and the light is rapidly
dawning on its two hundred and fifty
million. Turkey, Persia and Japan are
being filled with mission churches and
schools. Practically the whole world is
open and the grandest day of opportun-
ity for the kingdom of Christ that has
ever been seen has fully dawned.

The secretary stated that $1,430 was
raised for foreign missions during the
year. There had been paid out $1,003,
which left a balance of £427 on hand.

The report of the executive committee
of the Home Missionary Society was
submitted by Rev. J. T. Parsons. The
secretary explained that there had been
raised during the year for home missions
§624.50, and $423.80 was expended.

Rev. Wm. Downey submitted the fol- |
lowing report: Your committee on home |
mission work having given consider-
ation to the subject, made the following
suggestion; (1) That a fund of $1000 be
raised for this work; (2) that appeal be
made to the churches by the home mis-
sion executive for contributions to the
proposed fund. (3) That the ministers
of each district arrange a plan of mis-
sionary visitation of the churches in the
interest of this work and fund. (4) That
churches and pastorates in need of pas-
tors and ministers in need of engagements
be requested to correspond with the home
mission executive.

This report was discussed at consider-
able length and adopted. During the
discussion over $500 was pledged by the
ministers and laymen present for the
churches they represented and them-
selves.

Then
turning to professionals, what do we find?
Why that Canadian runners and jumpers
are always in the front rank; that
Canadian heavyweight athletes are
the first on the continent; and
that the United States cannot touch us
for shot putters, as_ witness, Charles
Currie and J.D. Macpherson, both
thoroughbred Canucks, to say nothing of
the amateur king, George R. Gray. .In-
stead of feeling discouraged at the exist-
ing state of things, it seems to us that
we bave much tobe proud of, seeing
that the fact that we are so
wealthy in piofessionals, both on land
and on water, and in amateurs on the
water, is a sure indication that we have
the material if we only had the means of
development.

EUROPE TO DO CANAL DIGGING.
A Great Scheme in Italy., Another in
Russin, and Others Elsewhere.

Count Petri of the German Legation
in Washington has been sent to Canada
recently to gather information for his
Government concerning the construction
and maintenance of artificial Cana-
dian waterways. Herr Roederof Rati-
bor, imperial German inspector of water-
way structures, has just been appointed
by the Foreign ‘Office in Berlin “techni-
cal attache” of the German Legation in
Vienna. The missions of Count Petri
and Herr Roeder indicate the consum-
mation of plans which have long been
maturing in the big European States,
especially in Germany. The object.of
the plans is, in the case of almost every
great power, the construction of a com-
plete internal system of waterways. In
an interview in Ottawa a few days ago
Count Petri stated that the information
he was getting cOncerning American
waterways would be utilized by his Gov-
ernment shortly in the construction of
several extensive canals. In Russia,
Italy, France, and England a similar
movement is rapidly coming to a head.

The Italians are discussing at present
the details of a plan for connecting the
Adriatic and the Tyrrhenian seas by
means of a ship canal across their penin-
sula. The plan was worked out by Vit-
torio Bocca, an engineer of the highest
repute, and bids fair to receive the favor-
able consideration of the Italian govern-
ment, According to it, the canal will run
northeast from Montalto di Castro to
Fano. It will be about 130 miles long,
360 feet wide, and 39 feet deep. At each
mouth of the canal will be a basin cover-
ing about 500,000 square metres. The

construction of the canal would cost
about $120,000,000, and would give em-
ployment to 200,000 workingmen for six
years. The materials necessary in build-
ing the canal would be found in abun-
dance in the region through which the
canal would pass. According to M.
Bocca this canal would be of the greatest
economical and pclitical value to Itay.
It would give the provinces of Rome,
Grosseto, Siena, Arezzo, Perugia, Pesaro,
and Ancona direct water communication
with each other. It would drain and
convert into arable land about 450 square
kilometres (a kilometre is a little more
than three-fifths of a mile) now eccupied
by swamps and small lakes. It would
render the Italian navy much more avail-
able than it now would be in time of war
since it would be navigable by big war-
ships with a speed of ten ortwelve knots
n hour.

In Russia the movement in favor of
artificial waterways is bearing fruit in
the form of a definite plan for building a
canal from Powienez, near Lake Onega,
to the White Sea. The line of this canal,
on which preliminary work has already
been begun, will pass through Lake
Onega and the River Powjenza, which
flows into Lake Onega, toe Long Lake,
whence it will lead through Lakes Matko,
Telekino, and Wyg, to the River Wyg,
which will carry it to the White Sea.
This project to facilitate the direct water
traffic between the Baltic and the White

time approaching realization. ~Almost
twenty yesrs ago the Russian minister of
attention to the import-
ance of such a canal a8 a means of
increasing the Russian coastwise trade
and of making available the at
wealth of the province Archangel in
woods and minerals. His plan called
for aship canal thirty feet deep. The
estimated cost was about $7,500,000.
The recent activity of the Russian Gov-
ernment guarantees the speedy execu-
tion of the ministsr’s project, which sev-
eral years ago was supposed to have
fallen asleep. The importance of the
projected waterway for Russian internal
tmde can hardly exaggerated, The
canal will bring into water communica-
tion the White Sea, Lake Onega, the Ma-
ria Canal system, the Baltic, the River
Volgaand the Caspian Sea. It willgive
the inhabitants of the province Olenex
an outlet for theirjtimber and immense
stores of minerals which heretofore they
have been uuable to utilize fully on ac-
count of the lack of adequate means of
transportation. )

The English formulation of plans for a
ship canal from the midlands to the
sea, the general discussion of a project
for a similar waterway between Edin-
burgh and Glasgow, the revivalin France
of the old agitation in favor of a ship
canal to Paris, as well as the proposition
of a ship canal from the Bay of Biscay to
the Mediterranean, are other indications
of the movement in question.

Avcusta, October 9.—Again there is
a smart rise in the Kennebec river occa-
sioned by the late rains. Here it
amcunts to five feet and the dam and
coffer dams for bridge piers are com-
pletely submerged, Mr. Shanahan suffer-
ing much loss. One of his engine boilers
went to the bottom of the river and 300
out of 500 barrels of Portland cement are
wet and a complete loss. The water is
over the wharves and goods in the store-
houses and cellars along the river front
are being removed by the owners. Pulp
wood has been flowing by Augusta in
large quantities all day and the report
has reached here that 2000 cords belong-
1ng to the Carrabasset Pulp Co., of Skow-
hegan, has broken away and is coming
down.

New Yorg,Oct. 8.—A Llittle Roek, Ark.,
special says: A man prominent in city
affairs has just returned from Uuion
county, in this state, and says that a
band of county military is still on the
alert for negroes who obtain any in-
fluence among their fellows.
