| It will be pecessary to raise at least!

$7,000 to make the first payment and
the necessary improvements, and inside
of the next year it would be necessary
to raise $5,000 more, which would carry
tho speculation apd make the present
rentals of the different unions pay the
remainder of the principal in time, as

well as the eurrent running expenses of |

the building.

It is estimated that a revemne of
something around 5,000 per year would
be derived from the hall and cinh am-
usements. It would take about $3,000 a
year to pay the intercst and running
expenses, and the balance would be set
aside for the ultimate payment of the
balanes of the prineipal, and in some
thing like ten years the umions would
bave the pleasnre of meeting in a fine
hall at about half the present rentals,

Your union should take the matter up
and signify by a vote of ita members
that it is willing to pay an assessment
of $1. TIf all will act now and let the
committes in charge koow of the action,
it will spur them on to accomplish for
Toronto labor men une of the grandest
achigveuwlents in the wistory of the move-
ment,
