Stage Auto at New York Hippodrome
Crashes Into Orchestra.

New York, Dec. 2.—An accident, which
has never been duplicated in a New York
theatre or playvhouse, was averted on
Saturday night at the Hippodrome by a
Iiteral margin of three feet, when one of

PROPOSITION MADE ,
. T0-FORM EXCHANGE

The Objects of Organzation Set
Forth in Interview by W.
J. Brandrick. '

(From Monday's Daily,

In order to improve results to the
fruit shippers of the province, ins the
prajrie markets, a fruit and produce
exchange has been organized in Brit-
ish Columbia.

This organization was designed to
embrace all the) associations of fruit
growers in the province, but at present
it represents five associations only, out
of a total of eighteen. The associations
represented in the exchange are the
Kootenay fruit growers, the Revelstoke
fruit growers, the Salmon Arm_ fruit
growers’. association and exchange, the
Kamloops fruit growers and the Chilli-
wack farmers’ exchange.

An educational movement Is now
afloat to encourage all the.other as-
sociations to enter thé exchange co-
partnership. The meeting held at the
Parliament building to-day had for one
of its objects the purpose of having
the principles and advantages of the
exchange explained to the local fruit
growers, James Johnstone, L. M.
Hagar and W. J. Brandrith, president,
manager and secretary of the ex-
change, respectively, having arrived
from the’ mainland last night for this
purpose.

The history of the exchange organiza-
tion was explained to a reporter by W.
J. Brandrith as follows:

At the quarterly meeting of the B. C.
Fruit QGrowers’ association held at
Summerland  in April last, attention
was directed to losses oceuring from
confiict. of - fruit shipmawig info the
markets of the northwest. A meeting
of delegates was Zuthorized to consider
this subject, the idea being to evolve a
system of fruit distribution, to ebviate
a confusion-of shipments in: any one
section of the prairie market, and
eliminate the hurtful result of having
one fruit section of the province com-
peting against another. This meeting
of delegates was held at Armstrong,
where a constitution and by-laws for
an organization, the exchange above
mentioned, were drawn up, and subse-
quently drafts thereof were sent to all
the fruit growers’ associations in the
province, soliciting their support in the
movement. Five associations respond-
ed and subscribed to the exchange.

As it was late in the season before
the exchange was organized, no very
appreciable results were expected thls
vear. But Mr. Brandrith says the work
already accomplished by the gxchange
has exceeded the most sanguine ex-
pectations. The exchange’s method of
operation is something like this:

Solicitors are employed to canvass
the market of the northwest and book
orders for fruit. These solicitors are
furnished with advance estimates from
week to week of the amount of fruit
and produce that will be available dur-
ing the period. A community of un-
derstanding is thus created at both
ends. The fruit growers know how
much fruit is wanted and where it is
required, and the selling agents know
the Ilimitations of the supply. The
fruit shipments are, in this way. dis-
tributed to points where they can be
filled to best advantage. Everything is
sold f. o. b. point of shipment. No
goods are consigned. Consequently
the grower knows what he is going to
receive for his produce before it leaves
his premises. A maximum charge of
five per cent. attaches to the ship-
ments for this service,-which includes
collecting, but should the cost of sell-
ing and collecting be less than this the
difference is returned to the shippers.
In the State of Ohio, where a similar
organization exists, it has been found
that the collecting and selling can be
done on a basis of one per cent., al-
though the maxmum change of five per
cent.s was calculated, and Mr. Bran-
drith thinks that the British Columbia
exchange, if supported by all the as-
sociations, can do its business on a
like basis.

In the constitution of the exchange a
representation of one for every twenty-
five members of the affiliated assocta-
tions is provided for, up to one hun-
dred, and one for each fifty or fraction
thereof over one hundred.

Messrs. Johnstone, Hagar and Bran-
drith have just completed a tour of the
provincial associations in the interests
of the exchange, during which they
visited Penticton, Summerland, Peach-
land, Armstrong, Enderby, Kamloops,
Chilliwack, Mission and Hammond, and
held meetings at all these places. The
progress of the exchange work was re-
ported to the local association at the
meeting held here to-day. Mr. Bran-
drith says that the exchange organizers
are confident that at least four-fifths
of the fruit producing area of the pro-
vince will he represented in the Fruit
and Produce Exchange.

GRAIN RUSH AT
FORT WILLIAM

NAVIGATION WiLL
CLOSE THIS WEEK

Harbor Full of Shipping--Elevators
Handling Produce as Rapid-
ly as Possible.

Fort William, Dec. 2.—Only four days
remain in which cargoes can be taken
out of Great Lake ports this season
covered by insurance. Vessels that
have not' loaded and departed from
their docks by noon on December 5th
will not be given insurance unless the
companies change their plans on ac-
count of favorahble weather, 'and grant
an extension of time, which wenld
doubtless be at an increased rate.

That practically means that naviga-
tion will be closed for this year this
week. It does not mean that boats will
all be laid up as soon as they have
completed the trips they will be on
when  the insurance expires, for few
will, as in other years, remain in the
trade until the formation of ice com-
pels them 'to suspend operations.

Only two more passenger steamers
will bé seen in this port this year. They
ar2 the C. P. R. steamer Manitoba,
which will arrive to-day and leave to-
morrow, and the Horonic, of the Norih-
ern Navigation company, which will
bring a cargo of freight from Sarnia’
and load to return.

The present fall has been a particu-
larly favorable one so far as the weath-
er conditions have been concerned, an@
had the condition of the financia] situ-
ation been more favorable a much
larger grain carrying business would
have beerf done. Up to date no loss of
life has been occasioned among the ves-
sels coming to this port. The ship-
ment of grain from the local elevators
has been very heavy during the past
few days, and a big rush will be on
from now till the close of navigation.
The harbor is to-day almost full of
vessels of all sorts and sizes, all of
which are being accommodated at the
elevators as fast as possible.

KENORA HAS MANIA
T0 SMUGGLE WHISKY

Keg Found Concealed in Barrel of
Apples--Dominion Officers
Destroy 30 Gallons

Kenora, Ont., Dec. 2.—Dominion po-
lice officers Stevens and Mackenzie, in
the presence of Commissioner of Police
Quibell, destroyed another large quan-
tity of liquor which had been seized
within the last four weeks along the
line of the Transcontinental railway in
the Rainy River district.

The liquor, which amounted to over
30 gallons, was poured into the town
sewer, Several suggestions were made
to give it to the hospital or to sell it
and give the proceeds to charitable in-
stitutions, but Commissioner Quibell
would only do what the law allowed,
and destroyed it.

All sorts of devices were used to get
the liquors to the men on the works,
one five gallon keg of whiskey being
found in a barrel of apples. A long
gimlet was used to bore into the barrel
by the officers, and on opening the keg
was found with the apples surrounding
it.

RUSHED WORK ON
THE HATCHERIES

Deminion Government m Spite of Many Dif-
ficulties Equipped Sites at Babine
and Stuart Lakes.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

In spite of many difficulties the Do-
minion government’s two fish hatcher-
ies at Babine lakeband Stuart lake are
completed and stocked with eggs. Each
hatchery has a capacity of 10,000,000
eggs, and this year, although completed
rather late in the season, 5,000,000 eggs
have been stored on the Babine hatch-
ery and 3,000,000 in the Stuart Ilake
building.

The equipping of these mnorthern
hatcheries this year reflects the high-
est credit upon the department at Ot-
tawa in .its efforts to serve the best
interests of the Pacific Coast. In May
F. H. Cunningham, superintendent of
fish culture, and W. H. Brunel, con-
structing engineer of the marine and
fisheries department, came to the coast
under instructions from the acting min-
ister of the department, Hon. W. Tem-
pleman, for the purpose of undertaking
the installation of these two hatcher-
ies. When they reached the coast, those
well acquainted with conditions in the
north, advised them to lay their plans
and prepare for the work being done
next season. The officials, however,
knew that it was the wish of the acting
minister that the work should be com-
pleted this year if possible, and accord-
ingly planned to go right on with it.

Difficulties never expected cropped
up, but in spite of that the work has
been completed and the eggs are being
hatched: Mr. Brunel, who stayed right
on the ground and saw the whole work
completed, aprived in the city on Satur-
day, leaving last night for the east.

The conveyance of supplies by way
of the Skeena this year proved an ardu-
ous ¢ne. Heavy shipments were being
made by the G. T. P. and other corpor-
ations, which interfered somewhat with
the shipping arrangements. Then fol-
lowed a period when the passage of the
river was interfered with. In conse-
quence Mr. Brunel found when he got
his supplies to the cayon by the steam-
er Hazelton, that in order to get all
the way through without considerable
delay he would have to transfer the
freight by Indians for the mile and a
half to connect with the Northwest
above the canyon. Rather than fail to
carry out the design of the head of the
department, he determined to have the
supplies carried over, and with 100 In-
djans he succeeded in his designs.

The sites for the hatcheries had to be
located, and the buildings erected un-
der great difficulties. The Babine lake
site was first selected in a suitable in-
Jlet, and Indians employed to whip
saw all the lumber, a slow process. -

To make matters worse an epidemic
of grippe broke out among the Indians,
and for several weeks the greatest
trouble was experienced in getting suf-

ficient of the tribesmen to carry on the
work.

In spite of all difficulties, however,
the work was done, and under the
charge of Thos, Blair as foreman at
Babine, the white workmen got the
hatchery up in time to allow of the
taking of eggs. The hatchery is 40 feet
by 80 feet, with a truss roof. It is fed
by an underground flume, which carries
the water for a distance of 700 feet,
sufficiently protected to avoid frost. It
is delivered into the hatchery under a
pressure of about 75 pounds te the
*square inch.

A. Pretty, an experienced man, has
charge, and Mr. Brunel expects to see
a very slight percentage of loss of the
5,000,000 eggs in the hatchery. All are
sockeyes, The conditions are such, Mr.
Brunel says, that no difficulty should
be found in getting a plentiful supply
for the hatchery.

Spcaking of the advantages of arti-
ficial hatching, Mr. Brunel tells of the
immense waste which he saw from the
deposit of eggs in the natural way. He
saw the spawn lying a foot or more
deep in places, and not half of it fer-
tilzed. There was a very large propor-
tion of dead eggs shown by the white
color as distinguished from the healthy
blood red of the fertilized eggs.

The Stewart lake hatchery, on the
headwaters of the Fraser river, was
completed later.than the Babine hatch-
ery. The work there was carried out
under Foreman A. R. Nicholson. The
hatchery is of the same dimensions and
capaeity as the one at Babine, and is
in charge of Harry Gibbs.

An #fie
capital out of the fact tHat éggs were
carried from the Babine lake hatchery
to the Stuart lake one this fall. Mr.
Brunel says there is nothing in the
alarmist reports created by a dis-
charged workman. There was abund-
ance of eggs at Babine lake, and no
depletion will follow by the taking of
the 3,000,000 eggs to the headwaters of
the Fraser. The spawn on both hatch-
eries are of the healthiest character,
and should give excellent results,

At each hatchery a residence for the
superintendent had to be erected, and
other necessary buildings, so that the
work involved in having all the lumber
cut by the Indians was very great.
Speaking of the Indians, Mr. Brunel
says that they are now well satisfled,
and al] discontent at doing away with
the ~barriers in the river has passed
away. The Indians are supplied with
nets, and are getting a good supply of
fish. At the hatchery also they are
given the salmon that have had the
spawn taken away. They seem well
satisfied with present conditions.

TOWERS OF BABEL
MAY BE BUILT

No Limit to Height of Skyscrapers
Which Will Rise in
New York.

New York, Dec. 2.—No limit is to be
placed on buildings in New York. In-
stead of being held to certain legal re-
quirements, the builder hereafter may

send a sky-scraper to as many stories
as he chooses, provided his structure
is of such a form as to guarantee a rea-
sonable amount of light and ventila-
tion to his neighbors on all sides.

This is the effect of an amendment
to the New York building code, which
will be ratified by the revision made at
a meeting to-day, and the entire report
of the committee will probably be
adopted by the board of aldermen
within the coming week.

LOGGING OPERATIONS,

International Lumber Company is
Opening Up Limits at Camp-
bell Aiver.

The International Lumber Company
will open out a very large logging
industry at Campbell river, on Vancou-
ver Island, early next spring, when
mort than two hundred men will be
given employment. No Orientals will
be given work.

A number of men are at work build-
ing wharves and constructing a railway
which- is to haul the logs out of the
woods to the water. A permit has been
granted to allow the company to build
its line through an Indian reserve In
the district. The railway will be more
than three miles in. length. Consider-
able work is also being done on port-
able houses, and there is every evi-
dences that a large village will spring
up in connection with the industries,

WESTERN HOCKEY LEAGUE.

Delegates Holding Stormy Sessions in
Winnipeg—Cannot Agree on Di-
vision of Gate Receipts.

Winnipeg, Dec. 2.—A serious trouble
that at the time threatened the disrup-
tion of the Western Canada Hockey
League faced the delegates when they
met last night to decide the composi-
tion of the league and to draft a
schedule. They sat and struggled with
the problems on Saturday night, and
followed with three stormy sessions
yesterday without having definitely
settled anything at midnight. The
chief trouble arose over the division of
the gate receipts.

Places outside of Winnipeg are a unit
in demanding that the visiting teams
be paid 20 per cent. of the gate, but
the local delegates oppose this strenu-
ously. The latter also want a double
series, but the othérs take a contrary
view. Another long discussion was pre-
cipitated by the applications of Winni-
pegers and Maple Leafs for admission
to the league. These, along with the
Strathconas of last year, would have
made three Winnipeg teams, but the
league decided that only one of the ap-
plicants could be admitted, and the
latest addition to the professional
ranks will be decided by a test game.

CANNON RENOMINATED.

Washington, Nov. 30.—In the caucus
of the Republican members of the
House to-night, Speaker Cannon was
renominated for speaker. All the old
members of the House were also re-
nominated. The caucus refused to
seat Peter Porter, of the 34th New
York district, who was elected as an
independent.

By agreeing to place in nomination
for speaker John Sharp Williams, of
Mississippi, the Democratic members
of the House to-day in effect determin-
ed to continue him in the position of
minority leader for the sixtieth con-
gress, The nomination of Mr. Wil-
liams was agreed on in a caucus of
the Democratic members held to-day.
There was no opposition, and Mr. Wil

liams was selected by acclamation,
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
