LUMBER TIED UP.

Only 8,000,000 Feet Will Be Brought
Down Kettle River This Year,

Greenwood, March 9 — It is esti-
mated that the Yale-Columbia Lum-
ber Company have cut and will
bring down the main Xettle river
about 3,000,000 feet of lumber, log scale.
This is only about one-fourth of the
amount taken out last year by this
compafiy, as it suffered from the hin-
drances in doing business common to
all the mountain companies in not be-
ing able to get cars during the winter
of last year to ship the stock then on
hand. In the fall it was estimated by
the Lumbermen’s Association that the
mountain mills had about 300,000,000
feet of lumber on hand and as the
finanecial conditions responsible for kill-
ing the trade last year have not loosen-
ed  very much, it is not probable that
much of this is yet shipped. The lum-
ber coming down the main Kettle will
be handled by the mill as Cascade
which will open about May 1st and
will employ about 60 men.

King Alfonso- Welcomed to
Barcelona—No Disturb-
-ance of Any Kind.

’Barg:elona. March 10.—King Alfonsa,
who left Madrid last night, arrived in

 this city this- morning. He has taken

up his residence at the home of Gen-
eral Linares, captain-general of Cata-
lonia, where h3 will stay during his
yisit here. He was given a warm wel-
come by ;the people of the city. There
wes no disturbance of any kind.
The royal train drew into the station
at 9 olclock, = Its arrival was "an-
nounced by the firing of salutes from
the Austrian and Spanish warships in
the harbor.. The big square outside the
railroad station was lined with.troops
and the civil guards and the men had
gifficulty in keeping back the surging
crowds. - .
--As the King emerged from the sta-
{ion accompanied by General Linares
and the members of his personal suite
in brilllant uniforms he was warmly
greeted. >
.Smiling his acknowledgements to the .
plaudits of the people His Majesty en-
tered the royal carriage in waiting and
escorted by a squadron of cavalry was
driven rapidly to the church of La
Merced, where a Te Deam was cele-
brated. After the services the King
repaired to the residence of the cap-
tain-general which adjoins the church.
This afternoon at 4 o'clock he will hold
a reception at the home of General
Linares at which the officers of the
Austrian squadron now in the harbor
will be present.
Barcelonia was gaily decorated in
honor of the royal visitors. The tiers
of _balconies along the route traversed
by His Majesty were hung with bunt-
ing and flags and thronged with women
wearing the black mantillas for which
the beauties of Spain. are famed.
The young King had a day of bright
sunshine for his visit to this ancient
city. The only discordant note inv the
general brilliancy of the decorations
were the flags of g\ournlng flying from
the Carlist clubsAnymemory of the men
who lost their liyes ifnthe Carlist wars.
The carriage/in which King Alfonso
and Premier Maura rode was drawn by
four-horses, and followed by a number
of army and navy officers in handsome
uniforms, As the King left the railroad
station a-number of royalist’students
cheered wildly and attempted to make
their way to the royal carriage with
the idea of unharnessing the horses
and dragging it themselves, but they
‘were driven back by the civil guards.

Denver, Colo., March 9.—Anticipating
the presence of a large crowd at the
opening of the trial to-day of Guiseppe
All, the Syrian, who in cold blood,
murdered Father Leo Heinrichs of St.

PORT LAST EVERING

Steamship from Australia Ar-
rived ‘After an Uneventful
Trip.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

The R. M. S. Moana, Captain Mor-
risby, of the Canadian-Australian line,
arrived last evening from S8ydney, Aus-
tralia, after one of the fastest of her

twenty-five voyages to this port. The
‘Monna had a total passenger list of
! 195 persons, 166 of whom boarded the
steamer at Australian points,

The new provincial immigration of-
ficer, Alexander Monteith, met the
steamer, but as all the 11 Hindus on
board were booked to Vancouver the
opportunity to apply the educational
test of the provincial Natal act was
not presented. This test will be ap-
plied in Vancouver on the arrival, the
result of which will be a test ease in
the Vancouver courts. It is probable
that the Dominion inmnigration officials
will also refuse the landing of the
Hindus on the plea that they have not
come direct from the land of their
birth, having boarded the Moana at
Suva.

The passengers will be disposed of

Kentucky Clan Feuds

Judge Hargis’s Remarkable
Career

You must go back to the massacre
of Glencoe and the feuds of the High-
land eclans, the family vendettas of
Corsica, or cite the-still lingering prac-
tices of ‘“‘bad men” and desperadoes
in the mining camps of the “Wild
West” to find a parallel to the Xen-
tucky murder era, possibly just end-
ed. Jim Hargis is dead, shot by his
wayward, ne’er-do-well son of twenty-
one in drunken passion.

In the remote mountain districts of
Eastern " Kentucky, Hargis, judge of
the court of Breathill county, was for
twenty years the political boss of his
section of the state, the richest man
in his locality, practically unassailable
by law. Jackson, where he lived, is
a little ill-built town on a sandhill,
half encircled by the Kentucky river.
The court house and Judge Hargis’
ceuntry store, headquarters for all
the Hargis clan, with his home in the
rear, iron sheathed, and scarred by
the hundreds of bullets fired into it,
made twin citadels for about as ruth-
less a gang as ever dominated the wild
counties of Kentucky or any other
lawless region of America.

The county is isolated and thinly
populated, the town &t the end of a
branch railway. Wagons are seldom
passable. Riders generally make their
way to it on mules, stumbling over the
boulders up Hell-for-Sartin creek.
Hargis established a censorship over
the railroad and on the telegraph of-
fice. His armed men watched the trains
three stations away. The trainmen
went in daily fear of their lives. From
his store’and court house Judge Har-
gis exercised absolute power. A single
year in Jackson county yielded thirty
murders, twenty of which were attrib-
uted in popular estimation to Hargis’
orders. Directly or indireetly they were
connected with the hereditary feud of
the Hargises and the Cardwell-Cock-
rills. These families are the descend-
ants of the original Kentucky pioneers
who followed Danfel Boone into the
wilderness a century ago.

Backwoods Savagery.

The Kentucky and Tennessee ]yio-
neer families have sent out their best
blood and brains across the prairies
to the Wesjern States and 'the Pacific
Slope. Evergwhere their children are
to be found in the vanguard, with
hereditary traits of big frames, mus-
cle and energy, if anything developed
by new environment. But stagnation
in the secluded nooks of Kentucky
has proved the undoing of the orig-
inal stck that has remained in its
first settlements. Inter-marriage has
weakened the blood. The qualities of
the backswoodsmen have degenerated
into a brutal savagery at utter va-
riance with the decent civilization
surrounding them, and several dark
spots in the Eastern and Southern
States have thus become the breeding-
places of erime and lawléssness.

Big, strong, indomitable, Judge Har-
gis - fought as his forefathers had
against Indians and white rivals in
ambush and darkness. The family
feud grew out of lawsuits over farm
lands on the Kentucky river, of which
the more fortunate Hargises dispoa-
sessed the Cardwells. The principals
removed to Jackson K and since the
Civil war, during the pursuit of the
vendetta, twenty-three homes and
many business places were burnt and
sixty murders done in street fights or
from ambush in the political cam-
paigns; while many innocent persons
become involved and suffered in the
vindictive struggle carried on by the
clans. for party offices in the neighbor-
hood. Hargils, by procuring his elec-
tion as county judge and that of his

bosom friend, Calahan as sheriff,
since 1901, had things pretty much
his own way. - He was - sufficiently

susceptible to public opinion to deny
his responsibility for several minor
shooting affairs, but“the confession of
the actual criminals left no doubt of
his being the instigator of three par-
ticularly brutal murders.

A Disputed Inheritance.
The Cockrills entered the feud
through marriage with the Cardwells.
Appointed guardian of the Cockrill
boys, a Jackson resident, Dr. Cox, en-
countered the antagonism of Hargis

over a disputed inheritance of his
wards. He was warned he must move
or die. Big and fearless, he went to

the Hargis store and let it be known
that he was not going to move, and
that, as he never carried arms, if Jim
Hargis wanted ito kill him he could
do it safely. That night he was rid-
dled with bullets as he retruned home
after attending a patient.

Jim Cockrill was city marshal. One
of Cox'’s murderers, hearing that: the
marshal wanted him, opened fire on
him as he sat at lunch in the town’s

hotel. Cockrill retaliated, and the
“Wild Cat of the Mountains” disap-
peared, but two days later, seeing

Cockrill passing down-the street in the
bright sunlight, shot him from an up-
per window of the court house.

A lawyer named Mareum, close
friend of Dr. Cox, took up the case,
and was the third vietim. For three
months he lived in momentary danger
of death, but refused to heed repeated
warnings. His wife accompanied him
to his office and saw every caller first.
One day, thinking the danger passed, |
he went alone. He was shot down by
the same assassin, and his widow
cried aloud for vengeance. The mur-
derer confessed, and was sentenced
for life. He threw all the blame on
Hargis, but, with a powerful political
ring at his back, Hargis could defy the
law. When charged with the murder
of Marcum, he managed to have the
hearing transferred to another inac-
cessible little town. The rpads were
patrolled by his men. Not a witness for
the prosecution dared appear, and he
was discharged. Mrs. Marcum, un-
daunted, sued Hargis for damages for
the loss of her husband before a jury
outside the mountain zone, and recov-
ered against him a large sum in dam-
ages, which he paid only a week or
two ago, five years after the murder.
Hargis seems to have had a premoni-
tion that he would perish in the same
violent way as the other victims of the
fued. A month ago -he chose and
bought the most elaborate coffin  he

coyld find in a manufacturer’'s stock.

A let-
tet from the Vancouver board of trade
was also considered and the council
thought everything had been done in
reference to the latter matter which
could be done. On the suggestion of
the Vancouver board, however, it was
decided to telegraph to the Hon. W.
Templeman reiterating the wishes of
the board and asking for a substantial
vote. \ v
Another from the Vancouver board
of trade was read in which that body
asked the Victoria board of trade ‘to
endorse a resolution petitioning  the
Dominion: government to put a duty of
$2 per 1,000 feet on all lumber whica
should be imported into Canada from
the United States.

This matter was reférred to the or-
dinary monthly meeting whi¢h will be
held 'on Thursday, March 12th.

A discussion on the alleged short-
comings of the tram cars concluded the
meeting.
