BIG SHOT FIRED AT
PRINCE RUPERT

Small Mountain on Right of
Way on G. T. P. Shattered
by Explosion.

The second largest shot fired at
Prince Rupert was set off last week,
and it was a remarkable one in its suc-
cess, says the Optimist. The whole
side of a small mountain was shattered
and the hills thiles away shook with
the shock, It teok 1,010 cases, or 2534
tons, of virite, and 800 pounds of lyna-
mite as detonator, to do it.

For several weeks Contractors Roas
& McColl have had gangs at work tua-
nelling the high bluff just below the rig
wharf. They have two coyote aales,
with several chambers leading from
them. These were loaded with powder
and tamped. On Tuesday evening the
big shot was ready, and a crowd of
spectators gathered on the hills to
watch the effect. Into this barrier of
rock the contractors had put thousands
of dollars’ worth of work, and more
thousands of dollars’ worth of powder.
Certainly the shot was of more than
passing interest to them.

The signal was given and the battery
was struck! There was a fan-like
flash, ag though the very air itself was
being torn to shreds, a shaking of the
ground, a cloud of earth, rocks and
smoke, and then two muffled reports.
Far out into the harbor the fragments
of rocks showered into a bombardment
of splashes that could be heard away
up on the hills. Then the smoke clear-
ed and spectators rushed to view the
wreck of a miniature mountain,

The scene was one mere man has not
often the privilege of viewing. The
only other force in the world to be
compared to it is a volcano in eruption,
and man can never get near enough to
that to see the detail.

It is estimated that 45,000 yards of
rock were broken up, and most of it
into small pieces.

The rock was broken very fine, which
will mean a great saving in the labor
of handling it. A great deal of heavy
block holing will thus be dispensed
with, as the shovel can handle a great
deal of it just as it is.

It was notable that among the spec-
tators was E. A, LeSueur, president
and genera] manager of the General
Explosives Co., Ltd., of /Ottawa. He

arrived in Prince Rupert last Suyaday.-

In July of last year this cédmpany
started to manufacture virite on 'Wolf
Island, which is just across the harbor
from the G: T. P, wharf, under the
management of Francis E, Leach, of
Vancouver.

The explosive virite is a new powder
invented and put on the market by Mr,
LeSueur, of Ottawa, some four or
five years agoe. It is a dry non-freez-
ing powder, and the grade manufactur-
ed in the local factory is used for
heavy shots and coyote holes chiefly.

Virite iz being used very extensively
by the contractors on the G. T. P. con-
struction,
