Nearly all the newspapers of Canada 

have had their say about the political 
scandals that have been in course 
of development at Ottawa since the 
opening of Parliament, and the or­
dinary citizen, who has depended for 
his information upon a very large 
number of thorn, has been puzzled as 
to what he ought to believe.

McGreevys, Senecals and Pecauds, to 
the findings of the sub committees on 
the Tarte charges. The people, who, 
after all, must pay the country’s bills 
cannot shut their eyes to the fact that 
however useful or necessary party 
spirit or party organizations, may be in 
the abstract, it is suicidal for any coun­
try to permit them to grow into noxious 
things that choke and kill all other 
elements that are necessary to our 
national and political life and progress. 
Party organization, party esprit de 
corps and party advancement are not 
to be set above either national, party 
or personal honor, nor should they be 
promoted at the cost of the country’s 
self-respect; and when our people, 
whose national pride and aspirations 
have been awakened by the hope of an 
honored, progressive career for Canada 
among the young nations of the cen­
tury, have been made to feel the blight 
of the last five months’ disclosures at 
Ottawa, they are unworthy of their 
racial traditions and void of the moral 
integrity on which they hoped to build 
their national edifice, if they permit 
party considerations to stand between 
them and duty in the present import­
ant crisis. Party, as it seems to Lave 
been understood in the Dominion, is re­
sponsible, in fact, for all the blots upon 
its history. It was party necessity 
that led to the Pacific Scandal; it w; s 
the fear of offending the party vultures 
who were allowed to pounce upon the 
lands of the half breeds, that led to the 
Northwest rebellion; it was to satisfy 
the demands of the Quebec right wing 
of the conservative party that Mc­
Greevy and his friends were permitted 
to plunder the country through the 
Public Works Department; it was to 
propitiate the Quebec left wing of the 
same party that the waste.ul and cor­
rupt printing department was establish­
ed at Ottawa, and it was to stem the 
torrent of these two corrupting forces 
united, in Quebec, that the Bay Chaleur 
steal was made in behalf of the liberal 
party. The few who find or hope for 
personal advantage through party, as 
thus sustained, seam ready to palliate 
and gloss over knavery in their own 
organization, or by their own men, 
while they expose and magnify that of 
their opponents. The many, however, 
who do not know all, but have learned

The Pope and the Laborers-
Rome, Sept. 19.

The Pope to-day received in the vestibule 
of St. Peter’s the firbt contingent of the 
pilgrimage of French workmen, numbering 
2,000.

Tho Pope was borne into the hall seated 
on the Sedia Gestatoris, and was received 
with fervent acclamations. He seemed ex­
ceptionally well.

Cardinal Langenieux, who headed the 
pi’grime, read au address in the course of 
which it was stated that, in all, 20,000 
workmen were coming to Rome to express 
to the Pope the gratitude of the labor world 
for his recent encyclical.

In reply to the address, the Pope, in ж 
voice which, although weak, was clear and 
penetrating, said : "Social and labor ques­
tions will never find their true practical 
solution in purely civil laws. Their solution 
is bound up in precepts of perfect, justice, 
which demand that the rate of wages shall 
adequately correspond with the labor done, 
and lies, therefore, in the domain of eon- 
science. The question demands, also, the 
aid of charity, going beyond justice. Re­
ligion alone, with it 8 revealed dogmas and 
divine precepts, possesses the right to im­
pose on consciences that perfect justice and 
charity. The secret of all social problems 
must, therefore, be sought in the action of 
the church, combined with the resources 
and efforts of public powers and human 
wisdom.

“In your work be diligent and docile. 
Avoid perverse men, especially those com­
ing under the name Socialists, whose object 
is to overthrow social order, to your detri­
ment. Give your children moral and Chris­
tian education, that you may receive through 
them,and by wise thrift, a tranquil end. Say 
on your return that the heart of the Pope is 
ever with the heavy-laden and suffering.”

It appears that Messrs. Hanington, 

Phinney and o.thers in the opposition in­
terest made a great mistake ш their at­
tempt te mislead the people of Buctouche 
respecting the position of provincial 
affairs and the record of the government 
under Mr. Blair’s premiership.
