Something Apout the Inventor of
the Steam Engine.

The career of James Watt, the
Scottish inventor, to whom in a
large degree we owe the perfection of
the steam engine, was a fulfillment
of early promise in which hard work
supplemented an undoubted genius.
Greenock was the place of his birth
and January 19, 1786, the date,
Physical weakness precluded his join~
ing in the pastimes of his fellows,
and consequently he turned his at-
tention to other things, at an early
age. Mechanics, mathematics, bot-
any, chemistry, mineralogy, medi-
cine and natural philosophy, abstract
subjects, all of them, and beyond
even the average adult mind of his
day, became his sources of entertain-
ment and study.
