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RECOLLECTIONS OF LA MAILLERAILE,

BY CAPTAIN HERBERT BYNG HALL.

( Concluded.)

*The glorions ficld of Vittoria is now before my
eyes as it appeared towards the close of that tre-
-mendeue day, when, passing ata quick trot, over
the ¢ Jefgeed, and inanimate bodies scat-
tered onsho ensanguined plain, wy regiment cross
ed a emall bridge over the Ladora, from the village
of Nanclares, in pursuit of the flying enemy ; arul-
lery, baggage-waggons, various articles of costly
and-evon gold-and silver; were strewed
ndantly in the streets; and dreadfi
@ Tmetily through the
emerging by the pates
Yoading to the open country—throngh which run the
high l?umngo and French roads—pressed on the
rear of the retreating foe, who, in the utmost confu-
sion and dismay, dispersed over the plaing while,
with great, though useless valour, a few. squadrons
of French cavalry strove in vain to cover the hurri-
ed and wtally wnorganized flight of their comrades.
At thetiead of one of these aquadrons. the wreck of’
the psendo-king Joseph's army, I observed a brave
and spivited officer. who, seated on a heavy, but
powertul, and handsome Norman charger, and un-
daunted by the slaughter around him, laboured by
tbreats, entredties, and yet more by his example, to
instil firmness and courage into his thinned and wa-
vering troops.  Well did [ mark his lotty carriage
and nohle bearing; nor conld I otherwise than
regret, When, amidst the smoke and confusion of
the encounter, 1 beheld the fine animal on which he
rode, stagger and fall, in the agenies of deatly, on his
unfortanate rider. 0 loss of their leader produ-
ced an instantaneons effect ipon his galiant band :
hitherto excited and cheered, they had endeavonted,
Wwith superhuman energy, to make some stand ; but
nfter a moment’s hesitation, they tarned, and tied in
fisorder, to join their routed countrymen. We
were then ordered to draw our bridles, as the night,
which wwas fast closing, rendered farther pursuit

, Wsclogydin our present exhansted condition.
> s 1t bappened that § foand mwyselfin the
¥ighbourhood of the brave and falien foe.  Anxi-
aus to learn his fate, I gave oy horse iuto the care
of'the nearest soldier, and hastened to Wie spot. My
first endeavonr was, with the assistancs of two or
three men, 1o remove the ponderous carcase of the
oor animal, which lay lifeless across its vider, 2 bali
iaving piercedits back, shattering the spine.  Hav-
ing at length suceeeded in this d the

liked it not. After the active and exeited lifs I had
loug spent, all scemed too time for happiness, and,
like many soldiers, I watehed with deep interests the
anfoldiug of that series of events which at length
summoned my regiwent again to the field. Mean-
wln.le, 1 had become a person of some consequence,
baving attained to that rank mest enviable in the
eyes of a subaltern—the command of a troop—-I was
not long afterwards, destined o remain in 1dleness.
One morning, my zood father had most methodically
taken out his his handkerchief, and aftor wiping his
glasses, placed them on his nose, when the old bt
ler puat into his hands the newspaper, which had
just arrived from town.

Between the ceutral regiment and our own, which
formed the loft wing, was a small knoll, of superior
elevation, commanding u great part of the Englich
line of battle. "T'o obtain possession of this epot was
the objeet of the first nttacl: made by the enetay e
det Count d’Erlon, which is commonly réported to
have been only a feint. B this as it niny, an assault
was shortly after made by u considerable eolumn
on our position, but repelled partly by the licavy
cavalty charging tho enewy in front, while our regi-
went, wnstpported by the rest of the hrigade, foll
upon their fank ¢ the leftsquadron advancing first,
suflired soverely, the centre following, was actuully
ent to pieces i the right, to which I belonged, wus
lust employed, and bore ita proportiou of the loss;
Bt ont this ean suy little from observation, os 1
early received a deep sabire ent on the heud, while
leading on my troop,  What snsued, [ know not, ns
. &tuntied, from my horse. ‘rampled on by
the contending patties, and exhaisted by the loss of
blood, it was long ere Lin any medsure rocoversd
iy toasot, althougli eonscioustiess of stllvring soon
retirned.

When at length my mind beeame sufficiently re.
stored (o tuke coghizance of things around me, 1
perenived that tho night must have passed during
my insensibility, us the dawn of a bright tidsum-
mer morning was fust breaking over the scens of
But vou must excise my dwelling on
the harrowing events of that vever-to-be-forgotien
day: a Kind and friendly hand, directed dnublﬁsus by
a mereiful Providenes, allayed the pareliing thrist
with whieh 1 wos overpowered ; and my eufi 8,
