Savory Beef.

Savory beef is an old-time Eonglish
dish, which is highly esteemed. Take
& plece of the tender part of a round
of  beef, weighing ahout ten or filteen
pounds. If it is not perfectly tender,
or has not been well hung, lel{t haog in
a cold place three or four days longer.
Remember that the best butchers in
New York and other large cities hang
their beef from four to six weeks after
t is killed. In freesing weather this is
none too long.

For savory beef, weigh out three
ounces of saltpetre, three-quarters of a
pound of common salt, one ounce of
coarse sugar, a quarter of an ounce each
of black pepper and allspice, four or five
sprays of parsley, the same amount of
summer savory, & sprig of aweet marjo-
ram if convenient, two bay leaves and
two or threesprigs of thyme. Pound all
these ingredients together. Take out
any bone that may be in the meat
rub the meat thoroughly with the
pounded mixture. Let it hangin & cold
place forabout two weeks, and every day
turn it and rub it. 'When you are ready
to oook it, wipe it off, rub it with a little
butter, cut up an onion and throw over
it, dredge it lightly with flour and roast
it in a slow oven for about six hours
Or, if you prefer it, in a pot with a out-
up onion or carrot, and let itstew slowly,
in boiling water enocugh to cook {8, for
five or six hours. The liquor it is
stewed in should be saved. The meat is
always served cold. If it is stewed it
should be cooled in the liguor in which
ivis cooked.

If twenty tons of good fodder silage
oan be upon an acre, and two and
& half tons of it are equal in foeding
value to & ton of the best hay, which is
oconcurrent testimony, then there is no
reason on earth why & man cannot oare
for and feed a winter dairy so that the
cost of silage grain and hay shall not
exceed 815, and a good cow 8o fed and
kept in & warm stable and the milk sold
at two snd & hall cents per quart, shail
in the five winter months turn to the
owner $36 and leave the manure for the
Iabor and to enrich s succeeding crop of
silage.

v|  Many poultry-keepers think it suf-
ficlent to clean their birds' roosting
quarters onoe or twice a year.

My own custom is to gather the drop-
pings every day, or certainly every other
day. Theroosting room is filled in with
coal ashes, slx inches or more above the
level of the ground, to insure perfect
dryness. The roosts are large, round,
movable poles, placed about 18 inches
above the floor and all at the same
height, so there is no fighting for the
bighest perch. It is oneof the morning
“ctnma" 1o remove the droppings, using
a fine-tooth iron rake and shovel. Then
the conl-ashes from the house are sifted
over the roosts and floor, and the door
closed until the fine ashes settle. Then
tae door and windo  are opened through
the day, so that the roam smells as sweet
asthough no fowls ocoupiefl it.
