Her sous and daaghters, and
even her adopted ohildren, wers kings
and quesns, No wonder then, in what
soever land they were, they glorded in
their roysl Homan riches, rights and

Bag what was the sttitade of such to
the gospel T 1t is ssen in their sttitade
1o the Coristians. Lst us look at thess
with Romsn eyes.  From some things
in the epistis (such sa the names in the
salutations) we infer that the Koman
believers were poor and of the lower
classes. Of such the hsugbty Romsn
would koow lite snd oare less. By
many the Christians were not distio
guished from the Jews, and so were
troated with contempt.

Thoss who learned enough abont the
Chrisuans to distinguisn them from the
Jows treated thom with even greater oon-
tempt.  Tacttus, Suetonius and Piiny,
who come bat liiie later, may falrly be
said o represent the oplolon of many in

Paul's age.  Of Obrdst Himsell Twoltos
wrote “ihe founder of the name was
Christus, who was subjsoted 0 that

igpominions  death penalty.”” The
Christisns, aomding 0 him, were
‘enemies of the human race.”

Accondiog t0 Bustonius they wers "a

class of men of & new and perniclons
superstition.” Thetr religion Pliay
oalied “a bad and exoessive supersti
tion ;" while Taciios classed it among
the “ateoclous and ahamefal things” en

Describing, in a word, the attitude of
Panl's sge wo would say It was
ignorant indiference that, with incrasse
of knowledge, deepened into strongest
oontempt. A sentence suflices for the
posision of the Ohristisns themselves
They were renowned for their faith, but
in need of fustraotion o0 “the end that
they might be established.”

To sucn an age Paul preached. The
epistle 1 the Romans is his written ser
mon, or rather condensed notes for a
series of sermons. His theme is the
second part upour text. He leads up to
it by statiog his position. Let us hear
it as he explains and expands his notes.
“I am separated unto the work of the
guspel mioistey. I have preached in
other Gentile cities with good results. I
feel your mneed of instruction. Iam
eager 10 preach to you also who are in
Rome.” He pauses a moment, then
continnes, “I am not unmindfal of the
increasing contempt in which we are
held iz Rome.

Paul's was sn
age of contempt, therefore he said: “I
am ready to preach the gospel for I am
not asasmed of it.”” Toere followed an
age of pacssoution 'in whish Ne, and
many others after him, ssid: I am
ready to die for the gospel, for I love it,
I trastit. Not until we get the chiarac-
teristio of this age do we learn the troe
posision for its ministey. . °

Not of wirks “that
0o msn should " in himaself; but
of balief {0 Carles that all should glory
in Him. Bat how shall they believe in
Him of whom they have not heard, and
how shall they hear without a preacher,
and how shall they preach unless they
be sent?” Consol yus that we are sent
on this glorious mission, let us preach
Chnrist, because we glory in His gospel
which saves those who believe.

Faith, with sl that it implies, is the
only condition of obtaining thissalvatiop.

That hand has, for
ages, been retouching the first ploture of
our locket, It has lightened the shadow
in whion the gospel preacherstood. We
see bim as he stands in the lght of to-
day, Hischeeks are all aglow, not with
the blas® of shame but the flash of
pride. Hin eyes are sparkling as if he
were the bearer of good news. We
imsagine we hear him speak. We catch
bis tirst words—words that burst forth
from a strong sonl—"1 glory, I gloty in
the gospel.” It isthe piotureof the true
preacher of 1893, Is it yours?

O ar position, then, in this age of in-
difference, is eagerness to preach the
gospel becanse we glory in it.
