The Bagle in this oase will brand ‘Pas.
tor' Russell as a crook.” It took the
jury only a few minutes to return a
verdict for The Bagle and this ver-
dict was upheld on appeal by the high-
est court in the State.

For once the head of the Russellites
had met his mateh. It was impossible
for him to overcome the effect of the
ovidence brought out at this trial
Propaganda efforts on behalf of Rus-
scllism were redoubted to offset The
Hagle victory. Every modern device
including moving pictures and phono-
graphs, was used to preach the Mil
lenntal Dawn theoriés. The name of
Charles Taze Russell, which had fig:
{ured prominently in all the early:lt.
|orature, became less prominent and
the names of various socleties and or
goanizations, such as Bible Students’
Aspociation, were featured. Russell
himself preached less frequently in the
larger cities and confined himself more
to directing his numerous business ac-
t'vittes from Brooklyn,

About 1915 the Russellites began to
get into trouble in Canada because of
thelr opposition to recruiting. Two
yours ago Canada expelled Russell's
agents and suppressed his literature.
Byen before the war Russell had had
trouble in Canada and his attempt to
sccure vindication by means of a libel
su/f sgainst the Rev. J. J. Ross of Ham-
fitun, Ont., failed. Russell had no
ittek with his numarous law suits after
hio lont his cnse against The Bagle.
Even the Tax Department of the City
of New York won its fight to make
M pay taxes on his Brooklyn pro-
phrty. He had demanded exemption
on the ground that he was propagating
rel‘glon, ‘The decision held that the
buslness side of the enterprise was an
