Halifax, Feb. 22—The thirty-fifth parlia-
ment of Nova Scotia was opened this af-
ternoon by Governor MacGregor with an
unusually long speech from the throne. It
is the second session of this parliament.
The supporters of the government number
twenty-three, compared with thirteen in
the Conservative opposition. Dr. J. F.
Ellis, of Guysboro, was elected speaker.

The speech from the throne began with
congratulations on the safe return of their
majesties from India, and in the appoint-
ment of the Duke of Connaught as gover-
nor-general.

The year, it said, had been a gpod one
for Nova Scotia industry, and satisfaction
was expressed that there had been some
increase in the population of the province.

The government promises legislation to
add to the provincial sanitorium at Kent-
ville and assistance will be.given to any
cities. or towns ‘which establish such in-
stitutions within their Jimits.
