The Case of the Sherfff of York.

The Fredericton -E;%rm gives the fol-
lowing particulars of Sheriff Temple’s visit
to the Clayton farni last year :—

Last summer the Sg:riﬂ',nooomgnnied by
Mr. Currie, went up to try and effect some
arrangement. Mr. Temple went alone to
the house and asked for Clayton. - The sis-
ter took the Sheriff into the room where
Clayton was writing, when Mr. Temple
stated the object of his visit, which was to
eject him from the premises, but before
taking further proceedings he wished to
talk with him and see if some amicable ar-
rangement could not be made. While the
Sheriff was talking with Olayton, Lavinia
Clayton came into the room with a pistol
ia hand which she handed to her bro-
iher, saying at the same time. ‘‘Harding
‘won’s you defend my right ?’ Clayton re-
plied **Yes, while a drop of bl is lett
my veins.” The Sheriff cohtinued to rea-
son with Clayton, but without making any
impression. Mr. Temple-then left the house
but returned in in a short time, and
renewed his rts to bring Clayton to
terms. Finding all his efforts of nb avail
the Sheriff returned home. o

And so the matter rested until Monday
last, when Sheriff Temple handed over
(without warning, it is said,) the danger-
ous duty to young Seely, a law student.
The Ezpress, in concluding its sketch of
the Tragedy, remarks :—

The whole case is a sad one, and its oc-
ocurrence is deeply to be regretted. Harsh
and perhaps unjustifiable opinions ma¥ in
some instances be formed, which ov'a close
investigation of all the circumstdnces of
the case, may be groundless. There is one
thing evident, the laws of the couritry must
be enforced, let the consequendes be what
they may. A writ of eje¢tmént means no-
thing more or less than the employment of
torce, whether by few or by many. The

uestion that arises is—Did the Sheriff, in
view of the difficulties surrounding the
case, employ a sufficient force? °If he did,
then no one can say a word, but if on the
other band, the force was inadequate, and
only sufficient to provoke resistance on the
partof Clayton and his friends, then, to
- gay the 1éast, the course pursued was an
unwise one, and the results no worse than
might have been expected. We are not

however in & position to give a oorr%at
[

. opinion in regard to the matter.
learn, however,that when Mr. Seely under-
took the duty he was not aware ef the state
of the case, or that any attempt at resist-
ance wonld be made; for did he expect
any, until the Sheriff handed him a pistol
as he was ahout starting, saying at the
same time, that it was possible he might
require it. If this is true, the Sheriff is to
blame for not informing Mr. Seely of the
frue state of things, and giving him an op-
portunity to proceed. e think in all
such cases especially, the Sheriff should
perform the duty himself, and not depu-
tize others to act.for him.

Public sentiment in Frederieton appears
to fasten upon Sheriff Temple, to some ex-
ent, the disastrous consequences of his
deputizing a dangerous duty to other
hands ; and with the information at present
before the public it seems difficult to ex-
onerate this official from blame 10 the mat-
ter. Perhaps the explanations he will offer
may place the affair in a different light
from that in which it is now seen ; and
until be has had a fall opportunity of pre-
senting sach explanations, it may be well
o withhold exoessive censure. There isa
peint, however, in connexion with the po-
sition of the preseat Bheriff that may be
fairly noticed withoat prejudicing his
oourse in ‘the Clayton case. It has been
evident for some time past that Mr. Temple
is too greatly engrossed with other affaurs
to give his attention to his duties &t Sher-
iff. He is the Managing Director of the
Fredericton Branch Railway; he is mixed
up with the River da Loap Railway, tak-
ing an active part in its construction ; and
at the same time he is céncerned in heavy
lumbering operations. The Sheriff of the
County ought not to be engaged in active
business operations : — it requires but
little knowledge of commercial and le-
gal transactions to understand that the,
one position ik incompatible with the
other, and that it may be fair cause
for complaint in business circles that the:
member of one large business firm stands
80 near the Courts as Mr. Temple does at
present. With such large demands upon
his time and attention, it is quite impossi-
ble that Mr. Temple can perform satisfac-
torily orin person the dutiesof the Sherifl’s
office ; and as he is obliged to act chiefly
through Deputies, the latter, doubtless,
receive a larger portion of the fees. From

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“which state of thsngs the inference is plain
that the office is held for some other reason
than because of the income which it brings
to’the incumbent. 1f the criticism to which
the Sheriff is being subjected, ar ising out
of the Nashwaak Tragedy, should end in
the Government requiring Mr. Temple to
attend to his duties as similar duties re-
ceive attention in all the other Counties,
the res ult, we belicve,will be welcomed by
the people of York.

Hon. John McAdam in the Field.

The Local Press of Oharlotte County ap-
pears to favor the candidature of Hon.
John MoAdam. The St. Stephen Couricr
says:—

For some time past it has been rumored
that the Hon. John McAdam would be a
candidate for the representation ot Char-
lotte County at Ottawa. His card in tho
present issue of the Courier settles all
doubt in reference to that matter. He has
been solicited by many influential men
from different parts of the County, who,
knowing the ability and efficiency with
which he has represented our interests in’
the local legislature are anxious that his
services should be secured for the General
Parliament. The County of Charlotte has
had able representatives in the past from
the earlier folitical days of the late Hon.
Geo, S. Hill and Hon. James Brown down
to the present time. She bas been repres-
ented in the local legislatures of the coun-
try by more showy men, men possessing
greater gifts of oratory it may be, but b;
none who has brought more tact or genera
administrative ability to the discharge of
his legislative duties than the [on.John
McAdam. 1; is saying bat little in review
of a long political record like that which
has ohuracterized Mr. McAdam’s public
life, to say that bis duties as a representa-
tive of the people have been faithlully,
honestly and efficiently performed. In the
part he has taken in the legislation of the
country he has known no distinctions be-
tween the rich and the poor, nor between
different denominations or religious sects,
but his course has been b upon the
principle of equal justice to all.

These facts are so well-known to the
constituency that they only need to be
stated to receive universal assent; and
from all we hear from the different parts of
the county he is to-day, both personally
and politically, as popular as he has ever
been, throngh many years of well-deserved
popularity.

Notwithstanding the hostility of the

tandard and its correspondent to the in-
terference of ‘* outsiders,’’—referring, we
presume, to certain exaggerated notions of

It
is generally admitted that as a County

Whether regard
be had to the Roads and Bridges service,—
to the Mail service,—to the appdintment of
proper persons to office,—and all those
other labors, recommendations and su gges-
tions, which fall within the scope of a
mewmber’s duties, Charlotte County was
never better represented than by Mr. Me-
Adam. His attention to the back settlers
has been as thorough as were his efforts to
aid in securing Steam communication, Rail-
way communication and Bank accommoda-
tion for others of his constituents.—
He . has been connected with no
‘ Ring.”” He has not sought to elevate
himself by pandering to cliques or taking
advantage of his public position. He has
assisted all progressive measures, whatever
section of the Province was affected,—
whether the Railway from St. John to
Shediac, the Western Extension, or those
railway works constructed in the interest

of St.Stephen, St. Andrews, Woodstock, etc.

He has contributed in no small degree to
develope the resources of Charlotte, and
has been a large employer of the labor of
the County.

THE CLAYTON-SEELY SHOOT-
ING CASE.
Impartial Statement of the Facts.

[FROM A CORRESPONDENT.]

FrEDERICTON, July 5.

For some time there has been trouble
brewing in this matter. and on Wednesday
it culminated in the death of Harding
Clayton. The immediate proceedings which
led to this fatal termination are as follows :

Jas. R. Curry, of Gagetown, having bid
in the Clayton farm, which is situate on
the Nashwaak, nine miles from Frederic-
ton, for a price which was nominal com-
pared with the value of the property,
brought

AN ACTION OF EJECTMENT,
and got judgment by default. Some fruit-
less attempts having been made to get
possession of the farm, Curry employed
(George Seely, who is a student at law in
Fredericton, to execute the writ of eject-
ment. Seely, having been legally depu-
tized by the Sheriff, accompanied by Curry
and a small party, went to the Clayton
farm about 5 o’clock on Wednesday morn
ing. Seely went alone to Clayton’s house
and asked to see Harding Clayton, who,
when Seely bad told him his business, and
while Seely-was showing him his authori-
ty, ordered him off the farm, and producing
a revolver
THREATENED TO SH0OT HIM
if he did not leave. Seely told Clayton that
he would be compelled to use force in eject
ing him if he did not deliver up possession
peaceably, and then left the house to con
sult with Curry. On re-entering the dis
puted territory, Seely was met by Harding
Clayton, Wm. Clayton, armed with an old
gon, and their sister, who led the party
and carried a ¢ Colt’s’’ revolver. She told
Seely to leave the farm or they would shoot
him ; he replied that his business was with
Wm Clayton ; upon which she handed the
rovolver to her brother Harding, and or
dered him to shoot Seely. Clayton took
the revolvor from his sister, and threatened
Seely that if he did not leave the place in
side of three minutes he would shoot him.
Seely replied that he had
A DUTY TO PERFORM,
and must remain even to be shot at. Clay-
ton then presented the revolver at Seely
and fired ; the cap exploded, but did not
get off the charge. Seely retired one step
when Clayton first presented the revolver,
and when Clayton -having re-cocked it
again brought the revolver up, Seely took
another step back, and in doing so his foot
caught in the grass and he fell. The fall
probably
SAVED HIS LIFE,

as the second charge exploded, and the
ballet went over Seely’s head as he fell.
While Seely was down, Clayton advanced
and thrice attempted to fire the revolver,
bus it again it missed fire, the nipples be-
ing clogged. In the meantime, Seely, re
alizing the position, had got his revolver
from his hip pocket, and then he

FIRED THREE SHOTS
in quick succession at Clayton,one of which
(but which one is unknown) struck Clay
ton, killing him instantly. Seely next see-
ing Wm. Clayton with the gun in a mena-
cing positon, threatened to shoot him if he
attempted to use it. Wm. Clayton was
thenlarrested and handcaffed. While
Seely was lying on the ground Clayton’s
sister attempted to run him through with
a piteh-fork ; she however only succeeded
in tearing his vest and trousers before the
piteh-fork was taken from her. The sister
seems to have been

THE RULING SPIRIT
in the whole affair, exhibiting an amount
of ferociousness not often found even in
man.

The body was carried into an adjoining
shed where during the day an inquest was
held before Coroner Fletcher. On the post
mortem examination it was found that the
ball had entered the lower part of the left
breast, gone entirely through the heart,
and finally lodged near the back bone. The
jury brought in a verdict of death from a
pistol ball, from a pistol in the hands of
-Seely, which was

FIRED IN SELF DEFENCE.

The evidence before the jury was clearand
corroborative, and though told in different
ways the facts amount to ahout what has
been stated above. The evidence of the
deceased’s brother agrecd in almost every
particular with the other evidence. Now
that Clayton is dead, there is a prospect of
the disputed title being taken into.the
Courts, where it ought to have been long
ago. The sister still remains 1n possession
of the farm.

The general feeling in Fredericton is one
of sympathy for Mr. Seely, who though he
way have acted unwisely in undertaking
the unpleasant task of ejecting a resisting
possessor, yeb in his behaviour in the try-

ing position in which he found himself

placed his conduct is entirely free from
blame. While general sympathy is felt for
a yonng man who has been so unfortunate
as to take his fellow man’s life, there is
quite as universal
A FEELING OF CONTEMPT AND ANGER

against the Sheriff who in such a case as
this shifted the onus and to him known
danger of an ugly job to & young man. Had
the Sheriff attended to his duty promptly
and manfully, as becoming his office, it is
not probable that the ejectment would have
had such a fatal ending. Had ‘‘he as-
sumed a courage though he possessed it
pot’’ it is not likely that Claytor would
have resisted him, for King Lear’s saying
that “a dog’s obeyed in office’’ isvery true,
and the Sheriff’s ‘‘presence’’ would have
protected the Skeriff. But the complaint
against the Sheriff of York is an old one,
and this case has only brought ancther
phase of his incapacity to light. The fre

quent complaints that have heen made

against him will now be repeated, and if
they result in his place being filled by a
man who is prepared to devote himself
more exclusively to the duties of the office,
gome good will come out of an affair which
at present wears only a forbidding aspect.

Mr. Blake on Mr. McKenzie.

A very able speech was delivered a few
days ago by Hon. Edward Blake to his con-
stituents of South Bruce, in the course of
which he defended himself and his associ-
ates the (Reform Party from the charges
of their opponents. In reference to his re-
lations with Mr. McKenzie, he remarked :

He had been connected for five years in
the House of Commons, and for the last
year in the local Legislature as well, with
his friend Mr. Alexander Mackenzie—
(hear, hear,)—who had throughout taken
a leading part in Opposition in the House
of Commons up to this time, and had as
sumed office with him in- the local Legisla-
ture. Mr. Mackenzie had been more inti-
mately thrown together with him for the
last five years than perbaps with any other
public man. Their intercourse had been
most cordial ,constantand unrestrained; and
there was nothing in his public life to
which he could reler as having given him
pain—and there were many circumstances
had given him pain—which did not sink
into insignifcnce at the pain which he had
felt at the unjust observation, and gross
attacks which had been made upon his
friend on recent occasions He had this
to say, that when he was called upon to
form a Government, he felt it necessary to
the interests of the country that his hands
should be strengthened by his friend taking
office with him, and the greatest difficulty
that he foun1 in the formation of that Gov-
ernment was to persuade Mr. Mackenzie to
assume the position ho now so worthily
filled, of Treasurer of Ontario. Not that
he was unwilling—he had always becn
willing—to make any sacrifice in his power
for the sake of his country, and of that
party with which he felt the great interests
of the country were identified—but that
his own views of his public duty led him
to hesitate. He offered his support to the
Government outside the Cabinet, but he
desired that he (Mr. Blake) would not ask
him to take office, aud it was with the ut-
most reluctance that he had at length con-
sented, He (Mr. Blake) had found him
the truest and most faithiul of friends and
colleagues. Efforts had been made by the
adversary to weaken his (Mr. Mackenzie’s)
position in the Legislature at Ottawa, and
observations had gone abroad with refer
ence to his (Mr. Blake's) relations with
him, which had given great pain to him
(Mr. Blake). It had been said that be was

| desiroas of withdrawigg from the local

Legislature, in order to obtain & leading

position in the Commons. His only desire
was to go there to assist his fricnd Mr.
Mackenzie, as his faithful supporter in the
future, as he trusted he had Eeen in the
past. He had no ambition to be anything
other than aprivate member of Parliament.
He believed in party government. He was
a party man, and belonged to a party to
wﬁich he intended to stick as long as it
carried out its principles. (Applause.)
His personal desire had slways been to act
in the ranks, and along with the ranks of
that party, and in no other or more promi-
nent capacity ; and in that position he
should find himself if returned to the House
of Commons on a future occasion ; and he
had told his friends that ‘whether on the
right band or on theleft hand of the Speak-
er, his place must be in the ranks. He
had to say to them and to his countrymen

enerally that, of all the public men whom
ge had met—and he hadobserved, he hoped
not unfairly, but closely, the men of both
sides—he knew no man of equal diligence,
of equal self sacrifice, of greater integrity,
of a nicer sense of public and private vir
tue,—no man more sternly devoted to the
cause which he in his conscience believed
to be right, and more willingly and inces-
santly lending his every effort to the suc-
cess of that cause, than his friend, Mr.
Mackenzie, whom they were all proud to
acknowledge as one of the most prominent
public men in the Dominion of Canada,
and for whose good and great qualities his
own admiration had been intensified by
time. (Applause.)

The - *¢ Havana Price Current,”” of June
29, —received here yestesday, only six days
from Havana ! —supplies the following in-
formation : —

Sugars.—The receipt of private cable
despatches of the 22ad ult., quoting a de-
cline in London, and the want of regular
communication, have imparted a very dull
and weak tone to our market. Consequent-
ly the amount of business done is small.
Late news confirms the decline, and holders
have been compelled te accept lower offers
for their stock. Market continued quiet
at close, there being much uncertainty re-
garding course of London and New York
prices.

Desirable qualities of clayed sugars, for
for foreign markets and for Spain are be-
coming scarce, and some holders show lit-
tle anxiety to sell at the decline of about }
a & rl. which has been established for com-
mon sugars. Prices close weak a 10§ rls.
for Dorome’s, and up to 114 for special
roots for Spain, all for No. 12 as a basis,
and there is very little doing cither for
Europe or the United States, although
said decline, the active high rate of ex-
changes and lower freights, are in favor of
shippers. Sales reported during week add
up to 20,000 boxes, prices varying as fol-
lows: 8a81-16 rs. No. 8; 94 a 10 Nos.
9and 10; 10§ a 103 No. 11 ; 10§ a 11} No.
12; 114 a 11 Nos. 123 and 13; 124 Nos.
16 and 17 ; and 134 a 154 for whites.

The demand for molasses sugars is dull
for same reasons as above, 8% a 9rs, arroba
for Nos. 7 and 10 are quoted, During
week some 2,000 boxes were sold. Few
sales of centrifugals are reported this week,
and market closed quiet, quotations being
104 a 11 rs. per arrobe for Nos. 11 and 13.

Nothing worthy of note has been done in
muscovadoes this week. Quotations for
tair to good refining are placed at from 9%
a 9% rs. arrobe, The demand is more active
on the coast; but disposable stocks are
rather reduced since the late active demand
for Europe and the States, whioh coupled
with the want of Cable news, curtails husi-
ness.
