“l have some misgivings about
the direction in which the govern-
ment is moving,” says Professor,
Garth Stevenson in regard to the
recent results of Canada’s federal
election.

Stevenson and Professor F. Engle-
man spoke Friday at a forum spon-

- sored by the Political Science Under-

graduates Association.

“The election campaign held few
specifics and the Prime Minister’s
press conference has not many
more,” continued Stevenson.

Since the new government has

not yet been called to parliament
Stevenson says that his views tend
to be largely speculatory.

The present cabinet of forty min-'

isters is the largest in Canadian his-
tory. Stevenson emphasized that in
his opinion, “the cabinet should be
asmall body to serve as a collective
action for discussion around the
fable.” :

r Thetraditional gradual expansion
lof the cabinet includes 23 portfolio
ministers, 13 ministers, in addition
to the Prime Mipister and three
other House positions
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Stevenson continued to say that
it is a “fairly moderate cabinet
(which is) not likely to implement
IReaganite or Thatcherist politics.”
and that the “news is generally
good in terms of portfolios.”

In regard to international rela-
tions, Stevenson emphasized that
“Mr. Mulroney may be guilty of
the same naivety as Mr. Clark.” He
feels that the Mulroney approach,
with an, “open door to foreign
Investment”, is dangerous to the
Canadian.Economy.

Also, the government’s develop-
ing enthusiasm for continental free
trade concerns Stevenson. He feels
that few people in the cabinet will
express concerns about it.

“Canada’s silence is a necessary
price to pay foreign investment :
and to maintain good relatons and
economic benefits.” He says this is
a departure from the traditional
Canadian policy of governments
not hesitating to speak out on these
issues.

When questioned about the

government’s strategy with respect -

to the federal economic future,
Stevenson replied that the “most

serious problem is economic.”
Engleman agreed and added that
“Mulroney is eager to learn a fair
amount from economic problems.”

Commenting on the partisan
aspect of Canadian- American rela-
tions, Stevenson concluded that it
is difficult to separate economic
policy from international relations.
“It is uncertain how far this gov-
ernment is likely to go to retrieve
the economy,” he said.

The social policy of the new
government is to continue with the
Canadian Health Act despite uni-
versal cutbacks on other social
programs.

Professor Stevenson continued
to comment that the Prime Minis-
ter refused to hold a referendum
on capital punishment in Parlia-

izes that “one cannot restore har-
mony just by being nice.” He says
“Harmony is not easily remedied as
at first glance. A certain amount of
disagreement is normal and heal-
thy.” -

Stevenson does not see any
dramatic developments at the nat-
ional federal-provincial meeting on
November 13, except in the com-
munication and technology indus-
tries. :

Professor Engleman spoke after
Stevenson. He emphasized that the
“Prime Minister is serious about
exploiting the huge victory for the
good of Canada, but we don’t
really know what he can do.”

Engleman stressed that the sup-
port for the Conservative party was

‘the country and that it was the “first
truly national government since
the days of St. Laurent.” '

“Of course there is lack of expe-
rience,” said Engleman. “He does
good blarney with Reagan and is a
great ‘fuzzyfier’ : when in doubt,
‘mumble.”

The professor commented, “I
really doubt that he has the reliabil-
ity of non-elected officials. That’s
the big question: who is going to
listen? (but there is) no question in
my mind that this man has charisma
and he’s used it n minus one times
for good purpose.”

Engleman sees no need for “West-
ern bellyaching.

If you should resume full time studies and
have been paying on the Guaranteed
Student Loans, you must also submit
forms to have your loans reinstated to
Interest-Free, Full-Time Status. Interest
accrued must be paid up to date of
reinstatement.

NOTE: 3

You will not be required to pay interest
charges on your Guaranteed Student
Loan(s) until the six month exemption
period has expired. If you should remit
any payments on your loan{s) prior to
expiration of the six month exemption
period, be assured that the payments are
being applied only on the principal; no
interest charges have been assessed by
the bank.

(B) negotiating a new Certificate of
Eligibility within the six months
exemption period.

You should check your most recent copy
of the Certificate of Eligibility or Rein-
statement Form for the {atest academic
year end date. Your exemption period ex-
pires six months from that date.

Even though you may have applied for
further financial assistance and/or other
types of awards, this does not auto-
matically reinstate your loan. Negotiating
a Canada Student Loan does not auto-
matically reinstate your Guaranteed Pro-
vincial Loan, or vice versa.

Students who change from Full-Time Studies to Part-Time Studies (less than 60% of
full-course load) will be considered as withdrawn.

MEDICAL RESIDENT STUDENTS (POST-GRAD MEDICAL) — You cannot be
reinstated to Interest-Free, Full-Time Status. Although you may be assessed tuition
fees which may be paid by the sponsoring hospital, you are in receipt of a salaryand |
therefore considered to tz,e gainfully employed.
