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inoreased annuity of one pound (#4.00) per capita slnoe 1876.
The question of arrears was brought before the Board of Arbi­
trator* appointed to settle matters of aooount between the 
Dominion and the Provinces. It was proved that only during the
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years 1876-74 could the Province pay Increased annuity without 
Incurring loss. The Dominion Government therefore received from 
the Provinces #9,868.00 which amount represented the augmented 
annuity for the year» 1878-74. This Is sufficient to make a 
distribution once and for all to the Indians of Huron Treaty 
at the rate of #6.00 per head.
