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little smarting may be expected when the ointment is applied,
but this will pass off in a very short time. Mild cases of Htemor-
rhoids yield after two or three treatments with Kno-Ska, but old
and obstinate cases naturally require patience and rather longer
contii 'tance of the treatment, dependent to some extent on the
severity of the condition.
