Evervbodv knows what Bt. Veron
did, Oar Lord wes on the way to Cal
wary, He bad slresdy fallen once
Simon had been forced to help to carry
the heavy cross that was bruleing our
Lord's sboulders and cruthiog H'm to t.hlo
ground, wben, suddenly, ‘s woman, ta'l
sad imposlog in appesrance, bolding s
lstle girl by the band, Issued from & besu-
sifal manelon on the left and threw berself
1n front of the processina, This was Sera
phis . . . called Vironlea— because
of what she did on this day.” 8o it e
described by the boly writer, Catharlue
Bmmerich, in her revelatione,

Weknow the rest—how Veronies wiped
the blocd aud splitle from our L-ori’s
Sscred Face aud bow that Sacred Face
was mirsculonsly imprinted on the lines
eloth which she carried.

Now, who was Salut Veronlea? Is
there anytbing more known about her?
Have the traditions of the faltbful pre-
served for us nothing of ber history bat
this one hercis act? Theee are questions
we might ressonsbly ssk. Io the Lives
of the Saints (Little B. liandiste) there are
{uteresting detalls about the life of Veron
1ea which are at ouce edifylrgand lnstruct
fve, ard which answer eome of these
qaestions, Many of these are drawn
from the Revelatlous of S'ster Aune
Catharine Emmerich, & pious pun of
Westphalia, who dled in the odor of sanc
tity in the firat part of this century.

First then with regard with the ra'nt’s
mame. She was called Serapbia. The
ssme Veronica was given later. Some
have tried to connect thle nsme with the
mirscnlous image of the Holy Face, by
derlving it from the Latin word ‘' vera”
mesnlog “true” and the Greek word
¢ {kon ” image. Toe more generally re-
eeived exp'anation of thensme ls this : It
1s » softened form of tbe Greek adjective
¢ pherenikos,” that 1s, “the victorious one,”
or *the one that bas geiued the palm.”
This eplihet was given by the Greek poet
Plodar to the victors in the Olymplan

mes. The allusion s to the heroism of

eronica in preselog through the rahbie
and the soldlers, and her success in offer
iug to our Lnrd thetouching service which
has immortslizad her.

She was the constn of John the Baptist
and one of Ouar Lady’s companions in the
Temple, and during thelr stay in God’s
houee a tender attachment surang up be
tween her and the futare Mother of the
Messins. Sbe assisted at Oar Lady’s mer
riage with 8: Joseph. And when the
Child Jesns was lost ln Jerusalem and His
parents were seeklng Him sorrowing, it
was Voronlca who recelved Him fato her
house and gave Him food. A graceful
legend, which hea bzen pat lnto verse by
a Polleh poet, tell: how the Blessed Mother
and ot Joseph sought onr Loid and how
St Eizabeth was the first to find Him acd
to carry the glad news to Mary, who im-
medlately exclatms: *“ Well, then it must
have been elther iu the Templs or at Ver
onica’s yoa found Him.”

Veronlea, according to one of the Ap
ecryphal Gospels—that 13, one of the Goe
pels which the Chureh has not recelved as
insptred by God, bat which has veverthe
less an historieal valne — was the woman
spoken of in the cighth chapter of St
Luke’s G.spel, When Pilate was casting
around for some way of saving our Lord
from the fury of the Jewe, he made an ap
peal, thta Gospel says, to the people, aud
seked if there wss no one to bear test!
mony in favor of our Lord. Toen »
woman, by name Veronlcs, began to cry
out from afar off : “ I am the woman who
had an lssue of blood. 1 touched the bem
of His garment, and immediately the iesue
of blood which had lasted twelve years
stopped.” Toree very anclont miesals,
one of the Ambros!an rite, another belong-
ing to the Church of Jean in Spaln, and a
third found in Aosta in [aly, seem to con-
firm thls, For in a certain Mwa the
prayers reclted speak of Satat Veroulca
who wiped our Lord's Face, while the
Gospel of the Maes is that of the Woman
who was cured by touching the hem of
our Lord’s garment, taken from St. Luke

At the marriage at Cana, she propared
& backet of flowers to decorate the table.
She was one of the Holy Women who
followed our Lord, minlsteriog to Him ;
or rather while Martha provided for her
wants, Veronica looked ofter the Huly
Women.

She was instrnmentel also in bringlrg
St Mary Magdalen to our Lord’s fee,
giving her no peacs, visiting her in time,
until she drew her from her lrregular
life.

After the Passlon of our Lord, she
shared in all the events of the [Virst Ester
day and of Pantecost, and through every
thing preserved most carefully the linen
cloth on which our Lord’s Faco bad been
imprinted. Pbilip of Bergsmo tells ue
that “ Veronica, a woman of Jeruealem, a
disciple of Carist, distiagulshed for holl-
mess and purity, was summoned at this
time from Jernealem to Rome, with the
handkerctlef of our Lord. Thls was by
order of Tibarius Cweiar, and the care of
a valiant eoldier Volusian, who was a
favorite at court The Emperor wascon
fivsed to his bed by a severe lllness. He
had no sooner admitted this very holy
woman and touched the pictare of Carlst
than he found himself completely cured.
After this miracle, the prince coucelved a
great veneration for Veronica.”

This cure of Tiberius throws eome light
on the stories found In more than one
wilter of the great interett ths Emperor
took in the religlon of our Lord. Hesent
to Pliate for a report of all that had been
done In the case of our Lord, Ha pro
nosed to the Roman Seuste to have our
Divine Master numbered among the gods
of Romoe. And it was tald that be had a
etatue of our Lord erected 1o bis palies
befrre which he burned incense

With regard to the whole matter the
Bollendists say this : * What concerns tha
licen cloth given to Salut Verouica fs
beyond doubu for ertbodox Carlstiaus ;
aod 1t {3 the unanimona oplvion of all the
writers thut Saint Veronles brought the
koly pletare to Rome.”

After tbis it la balleved on the falth of
very stroug testimony that Salnt Veronica
passed Into France. At Soulac, near Bor.
deux in France, there {s a pllgrimags in
her honor. At Rouea and at Valenclen-
nes, throughout Nurihern France and in
Belglum, Saint Veronlcs, under the uame

of Venics or Venise ls lnvoked by women
in all their allments.

These detalls, which are given only on
the faith of the revelstions of plous souls
and traditions still carrent, may help to
stiz ap s eplirit of faith, may lead some at
least to hopor this great soul, and so
obtaln for many the spirit of fortitude
and the contempt cf buman respect, both
of which are so much needed in our dey.

I do not think there is any law re-
quiring 1t to be eaten ; and if it hassuch a
bad ¢ffect on you I would let 1t aloneani
try something elee. Acd though fish s 8o
uneatable, perbaps an oyster or two might

THE LABOR QUESTION.
——
E0CIALISM AND CATHOLICITY.
London Universe.

The third of Dz, Sullivan’s lectures on
aestions of the day et tbe Itallan Chureh,
thton Garden, on Sunday morntog wes
devoted to the conelderstion of the great
problem of the day—the relations between
employer and employed, Taking for bis
text, “Why stand ye heroall the day fdle 1”
he ssid that it was not clear that in that
parable which be bad chosen for his text
whether our Saviour intended to say any-
thing definite upon the absorbing question
of the hour. He meant to polnt out the
abaclute gratuitousness of God’s gifts;
that man had no claim even upon ex'st
ence sud still lezs upon those higher priv
lleges which come to bim through the
superracural order. He who created men
by His creative act redeemed them by the
same gratuitous act. He meant to show
the Jews that though they had been the
chiosen people of God sluce Abrakam went
forth out of that

CHALDRAN KINGDOM
snd became the founder of that marvel
lous race which existed even to the presert
hour, still the Gentiles, Whom they locked
dowa upon snd desplsed, ehould be called
tuto the ssme kingdom and enjoy the
same privileges as the Jows, aud that they
should be remunerated in exactly the
eame way. They could see that he (the
vreacher), surveying the liturgy cf the
Cauich, would be led by the Gospel of
the day to touch upon thst labor question
which occapled the mind of every think
ing wau fu the counutry at the present
tiiwe, By labor was meaut the pro
1 nzed srd eustsived exercleee, either
ot the mird or of the hsud, for
some defiuite end. By the labor ques-
tion was meant the conditlons fu
which lubor at present slood—that was
to eay,1n the coudition of dissaiisfaction,
almost bordering on revolt, which wes
being felt, that men were laboring for
100 low a recompense and for too long &
period It was being felt not only by
the laboring claeses but by those who
employed toem that the conditions were
not just, and wanted revision, There
were othera who went further, and
identified the labor question with a
torm of political belief which bhad
obiained the name of Socislism, and who
laid down as absolute lew that

PRIVATE PROPERTY
was & wrong, tiat otber men should be
compelied to labor, and that the wealih
ot the world should be east into a
common treasury to be administered
not by individuals but by the State. He
would not there comprebend Socialism
in all its various aspects. Tte truth
was one aud icvdivisibie, and always
presented the smme front, but error
presented a diversity of aspect becauze
it was error. They diff :rea because the
system which would argus agains: the
lawfuinees of private property was funda
mentaly wrong, contradictory of buman
aod of divine law, and therefore it was
unlawful for any Catholic to aggregate
bimself to eaesociations of that kwd
which would reduce the mass of man
kind to a dead level of equality.
IN A SHORT TIME THEY WOULD HAVE AN

ENCYCLICAL LEITER
from His Holiness the Pupe 1a which that
form of error would be condemned
With regard to labor, he ssserted that 1t
=xas a law ah:lutely uriversal ; that fo
had its roote in God ; that the fiest great
worker was the Almighty Himsclf, and
that there was no more pregnant lesson
taught in the pages of Holy Secripture
than that in the openlng chapters of
Gieneets, whers God was desciibed a3
working for six days, whatever the slx
days might be,and resting ou theseventh,
Labor, then, was an aboriglual law In
which everybody lay bound, and wece to

the man who would attewpt to live
a laborlessa and e&n idle exlstence,
Woe to him, because he was

contradicticg the law and the con-
stitution of his vature In olden days,
even In the most clvli'zad etates, labor
was regarded as unworthy of the man who
pussessed liberty. In Greeco aud Rowe
three fi'ths of the commucity iived in a
conditlon of eerfdom. In that conditicn
Jesus Chriet found mankind, That was
the problem which our Lixd had to face
Labouz wes sn indispevsable necessity.
Carfst, on the other hand, bad come to
free men and to sbollsh slavery, How
was fe to free men and yet reconcile
them to a Jife of labor? That was ihe
problemn which faced Him when He came
upon earth., He solved it
BY BEC:MING A LABORER
Himself, and tt was an indispucable fact
tha: they had 1o the unineteeuth century
that preclee conditlon In wbick our Lord
and Saviour found the world, G.d csme
down to soil His hande, a8 it was coneldered
{n those days, by takiug npen Himeelf a
condltion of labor. Onrlstlanity seemed
by 1its teaching and its etbics to be in a
person, Christ, by becoming a laborer
and llving a life of ideal perfection, wes
able at one stroke to break the bondage
which bound three-fifths of the civiiized
world in slavery, Freemen would never
have taken upon themselves the task
of labor had pbot the first example
been given by Him who was first, and who
voluntarily beceme last  They therefore
ssw that the gronnd was cut from under
the f:et of thuse wno advocted S claltstic
theoiies — that Soclalism, at least, which
would fatroduce a dead level {n society.
O:der was the first law of heaven, la which
the Oamuipotent dwelt, * Some are and
must bs better than the rest,” and yet
there were
EARNEST AND MISGUIDKD MEN
whn would persuade ihe poor, wno were
suffarlog, not becanse of tha law of labor,
but for cther vensons, that they would be
able to aweltorate their condition for
evermore, and Introducs Into the weary
world n sort of miilenniom, where
evarybody would be gocd and happy.

Y u can detect at once a valn glorlons, or
coneeited, or fooilsh person, I: 1s
s'amped on thelr countenance. You cas
see at orce on the faces of the cununing,
the deep, the dies:mbling, certain corree-
pondlog lines traced on tte face as legibly
as If they were written. Well, now,
ae it {s with the countensuce, so it
fs with the character G d gave ue our
intellect, our beart and ounr will ; but oar
character s eomethirg different from tbe
will, the heart and the intellect. The
charscter {3 that lanteliectual and moral
texture into which all our life long we
bave been weaving up the inward itfe that
fsin us. It is the reeult of the babltual
or prevalllog use we beve been meking of
our intellect, beart, and will. We are
alwaye at work like the weaverat a loom ;
the shuttle is always goiog, and the woof
s always growing. So we are alwaye
formicg a character for ourselves.”

WHY TBE INDIANs LIKE THE

PRIEST.

The New York Sun eaye: “In con
sidering the Indian problem it is worth
while looking at Canada’s relations with
ner red men. I thiok it was Gen
Custer who said that Csnada was pos-
sessed of a lot of fish.eating savages who
are physically, weak and naturally docile,
whereas our Indiaps are meat.eaters and
are consequently vigoious aud puguaci
ous, The facts are againat the proposi-
tion. It is true that ot Canada’s 124 000
aborigines the great msjority are
wretched rn baggarly lot of fish.eaters,
but she 1.. 26000 buffalo bunters, or
plainemen piccisely like our Sioux, and
she has a pumber of very uncertain ard
unpleasant savages in British Columbia,
who eat fish, it is true, but prefer carilton
and mountain goat, or, failing all thre
are said to eat their human captives wi‘h
great relish, Taking all kinds together
or separately, as you please, Canada has
never had an Indian war or a tribal
revolt. Riel’s two renellions were half
breed uprisings, coufined to wbat us-d
to be called the bois bvules or Frencn
“breeds” Two bodies of men deserve
nearly all the credit for this immunity
from expense and blood-shed in Canada.
They are toe priest and the trader,

It fs an Iotereeting fact that on more
than one occa<ion Ike that of tha last
Riel uprisiog tbe Canadlan Goverament
bas rclied upon (or at least haa baen
indebted to) the good cffizes of Catholic
priestsa in restrsicing tne fierce plamne
Indians from teking psrt agaipst the
whites. A kirdly, modest, echolarly oid
misslovary, Fsther Lacombe, then at
Calgsary, in Alberta, kept the Bloods, the
Sarcis, the Piegans and the Blackfeet all
at peace and on thelr reserves during the
two penny war, though the backs were
very uneasy, mcody, and anxious fora
row when he began his diplomatlc work
Father Lacombe snd other prissts have
t 1d me that the questlon of personal eafety
bad never entered into their deallngs wiih
the mcat-eating or any other Indlans
Teey were not in bodily danger in the old
days of the buffalo or earller when they
were the firat white men in tha Indlan

an accidentsl outcome of a disorganiz:d
and sudden attack. The reason woy
priests mav come and go from tribes at
pesace to tribes at war, at any avd all timee,
s that they have ectablished a frank,
honest, and frlendly footlng with the
savages. [ do not balleve that it is even
largely bacause they are men of peace. It
fs rather becanse they leara and speak the
Iudian languages, bunt, and eat and sleep
with the Indiaus, share what they have
with them when it is poesible, and act in
what we would call a brotherly or, as they
would prefer to call It, a paternal rela-
tion to them.”
