‘ Similer objections are urged by our
Bapiist friends to the o her family baptisme.
They sasist that there was not ome infant
or young child 1o all these famiiies of child-
rems How do they know? Is it at all pro-
bable? How many entwre families have
they on their church records, -parents sod
children, received at one and the same time
and baptized on profession of faith? 1
venture to affirm that they have mot one!
Was it ever knowo that uader 1he minisira-
tions of a Baptis: brother, parents of families
were hopefuily cooverted, and were bap-
tized, they and all theirs, straigthway?
There is no risk ia aseerting that a family
baptism never occured under the labors of
a Baplist minister. Says Dr. Wardlaw, ‘ It
is a remarkable fict that we bave no men-
tion of anything resembling the baptiemy of
households, of families, in the accounts of
the propagation of the Gospel by our Bap-
tist brathren. That the Apostles baptized
families, no believar of Scripture can doubt,
and we have seen that the mapuer ia which
such baptiems are recorded, or referred to,
indicates no extraordinary thing. Now it
surely is an extraordinary thing ihet in the
journals and periodical accounts of Baptist
missions in heathen countries, we should
never meet with anything of the kind. 1
question whether in the thirty years of the
bistory of the Baptist missions in India,
there is to be found a single ipstance of the
baptism of a housshold. When do we find
a Baptist missiosary saying, ‘ When she
was baptized and her family;’ or ‘I bap-
tized the family of Krishnoo,” or any other
convert? We bave the bapiism of io-
dimidaals, but nothing corresponding to the
apostolic baptism of families. This fact is
a strong corroborative proof, that there ie
some difference between their practice and
that of the Aposles., If the practice of
both were the ssme, there might surely be
expetted some little correspondence in the
facis counected with it’ (See Dissertation
on Infant Baptism, p. 109).

He
says: ‘ The Sabbath was insiituted at the
creation, sod though weeks are mentioned
in the sacred hisiory, the Sahbath is not
again meationed till Moses.

mind, more thau : very few in-tances pre-
viously to the l:st two jyears. But we
know the missi waries of the American
Board are ail Pcdobaptists. The pauciy
of the-e records of infant baptism in thew
letters, does not prove ihat they do not bap.
uzs infants ; we kuow they do, and onece 1n
a while the fact 1a mentioned ; but it is
rare, though their converts amouat to mauy
thousands. Suppo:a now, that, at the pre-
sent tim2, yon fiad a pamphlet of some
twenty or thirty paz2e, like a single month!y
number of th: M:ssionary Herald, o'y
half as iarge, covering the grovad of some
filty years, acd ziving sn account of the
doings of some missonaries of whom you
bave never heard bdefore.

The presumption i3 they are not, You
find a difficuliy Lst must be ro moved be-
fore you can belicve that they are Baptists.
M.reover you tske 1he journals of the Bap-
tisi miss:onaries of fifty or a hundred times
the size of thie ne wiy-discovered pamphlet,
and a hundred 1028 more full. You do
not learn that they ever give an 2ccount of
the bapusm of & siagle housebo!d, though
you can understand bow desirable it would
be to make such » record as irequent 10
their journals as po-sible; and how readily
they would be Hrought forward in argu-
ment as often &s they might occur. You
make another discovery, viz.: (hat thes-
unknowa missionaries consider the Abra-
bamic snd Ch:si:an church ™ the same.
Now let one pas<ige be found in asingle
letter of theirs i) one of their churches,
gathered from heathenism, to this effect:
“ The unbelieving wife is sanctifizd by the
husband, and the unbelieving busband is
eancuified by the wile, else were y..ur child-
ren énclean but nuw are they hoy;” let it
be proved that th-y familiarly u<e thess
terms in the J-wish sense—let but owe
sach passage sz« s be found, and the
question is seitled, they baptize children.
Who could ask for more convincing proof,
unless he is deiermined that notoing shall
prove it, save 2. -xpress deelara:ion in so
many words—or a wmiracle? 1 might ap-
peal lo any man zccastomed to eifung and
weighing evidence in our courts of Justice,
Is not tius valid proof of the fact? Were
it a question of (act to be decided by mere
impartial jorors i our courts of law,
whether these migsionaries practised infant
baptiem, could there be a doubt how, on
this evidence, ihe question would be
decided? Could there be a doubt that the
verdict would be T'hese men believed in in-
fant baptism and practised it ?* “ The case
18 submitted to you,” said Halley, as he

“ Do you, Squire: Tanner, act upon pos:-
tive 1estimony in your (rensactions of busi-
nesa? ls'your Christian faith founded vpon
positive tesiimeny ! Is there no possibility
of a doubt coming, ia all you do, and in all
you believe? Has God seen fit to give
positive evidence to free moral and intel-
ligent beings, 10 guide them in their duty
toward him and to their fellow.-men? If
such was the case, would this be s proper
siste of discipline and moral training? In
all you do, eir, in every department of life,
you act upon probabilities only! Your
whole life and its rarious transsctions, and
all your doubts and beliefs, are grqundod
upon prubsble or circumsiaotial testimony.
Are you 10 vprescribe o God how he shall
govern his moral universe? Will you teil
the Most High that becsuse be has not
given you positive evidence of his being
and attributes, therefore you will not be-
lieve that he is; bat will thrust him out of
his own realm? Qught we not to be
satisied with whatever kind of evidence
God may sea proper to give us? Ifitis
convincing, and has the weight of probabiti-
ties in its favor, what more can we ask ?
What more should reasonable and inteligent
creatures desires? But, sir, if you act up-
on positive evidence, point me 10 a single
example of the baptism of an adult born of
Christian parents, and 1 will point you to
scores of examples of infant baptism! Do
you accept the challenge? [t ie a fair one.
11 1he children of believers did mot receive
baptism in infancy, they must have received
it when coaverted, or they remained with-
out it. But where do we find on inspired
record a solitary example of an individual,
born of Christian parents, who was bap-
tized as » believing aduli? What was hie
name? Who were his parents ? Now this
is very remarkable, when we remember
that the New Testament embraces a period
of more than sizty years, and there were at
least two or three geserations of children
during thie time. What became of tbese
thousands of children, if they were not bap-
tized in infancy ? Did they all die infidels ?
No—by no means! We read of some of
them believing ; but when were they bap-
tized? Apswer my question, aod I will
answer yours, and with pusitive proofs as
you desire. From this silence of the 10-
epired word oa this subject, | could raise as
strong an argument against the baptism of
adult children of believers, on.profession of
their faith, as you do against the baptism
of infant children of believers, who are not
capable of exercising faith. The reasoniog
would be exactly the same. Demanding
positive testimony on this subject, I could
maiotain that the word of God gives no
authority for the baptism of adult persons
born of Christian parents; peither precept
nor examp'e. But only such as were con-
varted from the Jews, Greeks, or Romaos,
wefe o be buptized ; and you would sesrch
the record in vain for snything to the con-
trary, unless you claim, as we do, that
children of Christian parents are born me a-
bers of the church, and included 1 God's
everlasting covenant, and ihereby enttled
to the seal—ihe Christian seal—of that
covenant in infancy.”

“ That sirikes me with peculiar force,”
said Anna, * And | eee no reaton why
we should not believe that children of Chris-
tian parents were considered as belonging
to the church, and enjoying its privileges,
and consequently bapuzed ia infavcy, unti!
some objector can discover as much as one
wstance 10 the Bible where they received
baptism as aduits. Nothing more is needed
to satisfy my mind on this subject ; yet if it
:ould be shown that infant bapiism was
practised by the primitive church, and ever
since that time, 1t certainly would be desira-
tle 1o do #o; and if this could be doue, |
would like 1o know where the Baptists rest
their faith, and what foundation they have
to build upon! We have slready seen
4t anti-pedobapiists have po Bible au-
thorsty in thewr favor; nothing io the word
of God whereon to found their objections
2ad 10 build their faith. [ anticipate that
Church Hisiory will be an interesting part
of ithe subject; and does it not come rext
wn order, Mr. Halley 1"

“ It does,” rephied Halley; ‘“and to-
mortow, 1f there is no ohjecuion, we will
meet here again, and examine into the
hisiory of the church a litle—learn how
far back the Baptiet church cau dste its
origin, and endeavor to deiermine whether
infant' baptism or ‘infaot sprinkling,'—a8
your author calls it,—is, or is not, a ‘ cor-
ruption of the church of Rome "

13 ; togeiher with
the authorities of Irenzus, Cyprian, and
Tertullian, quoted below. From sll which,
it appears evident beyond a doubt, that the
ancient church understood that Christian
baptism was designed for all, in the fullest
sense of the term ; that no nation, er class,
or sex, or sge, was ezxcluded’ Does this
harmoaize with that assertion of your author,
Squire Tanner 1" °

Hence be
passed through every age, and for infants, he
became an infant, sanctifying the infants,
