When he wag appointed the first
Jjudge of the county of Kootenay, in
1896, Fort Steele \was the conrt
center of the:territory, and he tra-
velled from Galden to ‘Windermere
by boat, and from Windermere to
‘“Steele” by stage. On the future
site of Cranbrook he was in the hahit
of stopping at the ranch of Col.
Baker, minister of lands in the Rob-
son government. At Fort Steele, a
Mounted Police post named after
the great policeman - and soldier of
that name, who administered it, the
newly appointed . judge revived in
1897 the eou.nt that had been-estab=
lished during the Wild Horse ex-
witement in the *60’s by Sir Matthew
Bhaillie Begbie, first chief of justice
of British’ Columbia.
