PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS,

1. Joseph’s imprisonment. “He was
there in the prison. But the Lord was
with Joseph” (vs, 20, 21). , Every Chris-
tian who has it in him to do good work
for the Lord must expect to be brought
into condition for the Dbest service
through severe discipline. Joseph was
trained for th= ruling of Egypt by sev-
eral years of servitude. Stephen gives
us the secret of his life during these
years when he says: “The patriarchs,
| nioved  with envy, sold Joseph into
Egypt, but Liod was with him” (Acts
vii. 9). There, in the home of Potiphar,
where he met and resisted the great
temptation and suffered so unjustly
fi'om the vile charge and grave suspicion,
“the Lord was with Joseph” (Gen. xxxix.
2). There, in the prison where his feet
were hurt with fetters, and his soul was
bound with irons (Psa. ev. 18), and there
seemed mno possibility of the fulfilment
of his dreams, “the Lord was . with
Joseph” (v. 21). Bunyan, shut in Bed-
ford jail twelve years, wrote a book that
was worth a thousand times more than
all his preaching, for God was with him.

grit of the dungeon floor mixing with
the blood of his unwashed stripes, sung
a hymn of praise at midnight, for he
knew that God was with him, and im-
mediately there was an earthquake and
the foundations of the prison were
shaken. John the Revelator, banished to
Patmos, where there were only a few
fishermen’s huts, did there the best
work of his life.

II. Josepl's integrity. “The keeper of
the prison committed to Joseph’s hand
all the prisoners,...... and looked
not to anything” (vs. 23 Joseph’s
brothers stripped him of his coat; they
could not strip im of his character; they
sold his body; they could not sacll his
soul.  Through all the years of his
dungeon life he stood firm in his in-
tegrity. He won the heart of the keeper,
and, though placed there for being a
scoundrel, he soon convinced the jailer
that he was an innocent and trustwor-
thy man, and, released from close con-
finement, he became a general superin-
tendent of prison affairs. Wherever
Joseph was placed he became the first
mah, and is an illustration of the truth
that infidel and worldling are com-
pelled to honor in their hearts, though
they may not eulogize with their Ilips,
a Christian firm in persecution, cheerful
in poverty, trustful in losses, triumph-
ant in death.  There are Christian men
in all professions and occupations who
are roi})mtmi,_ henored and successful.

TORONTO LIVE STCCK MARKET.

Receipts of live stock at the city market,
as rd oryd Ry che railways, since last
'Paesduy, were €0 car loads, composed of
796 catile, 1401 hogs, 625 sheep and lambs,
with about 100 veal calves,

The quality of fat cattle was fair,

Trade was dull and draggy, ith prices
easler generally, as will be seen by sales
quoted. Some dealers who held cattle over
from Tuesday's market scld them for less
money than was then offered. Milch cows
and export bulls, as well as common fat
cows,. were away off in prices.

Exporters—No loads .of export cattle were
cffered and none apparently wanted. Export
bulls were a drug on the market, seliing
from $3.60 to $4 per cwt.

Brutchers—The demand for butchers’ was
not nearly as strong. Choice picked lots
sold at $4.76 to $5 per cwt.; loads of good,
$4.60 to $4.85; fair to good cows at $4 to $4
fair cows, .50 to $3.90; common cows,

.33; canmers, $1.25 to $1.50.

Hogs—Receipts were not large. Mr. Har-
ris quoted prices unchanged at $6.90 for se-
leots and $6.65 for lights and fats.

Feeders and stockers—Mr. Murby bought
two car loads of stockers and feeders, as
follows: Stockers, 700 to 900 Ibs., $3.50 to $4
ver cwt.; feeders, 1000 to 1100 }bs. each, at
$4.25 to $4.60 per cwt. Bought and shipped
one load butchers’ to the north.

Milch cows—Trade in milkers and epring-
ers was dull, owing to the quality generally
not being gecod, bu¢ more especially on ac-
count of there being no Montreal dealers on
uwhmurkvt. Prices ranged from $30 to $55
each,

Veal calvles—Few good calves were on
sale, the bulk selling from $3.50 to $6.50 per
cwt.,, with a few nt $7 to .25 per cwt,

Sheep and lambs—Export ewes sold at $5
to $5.50 per cwt.; bucks, $4 to $4.50 per cwt.:
yearling lambs. $6 to $7.76 per kcwt.; spring
lambs, $5 to $10 each.

BRADSTREET'S TRADE REVIEW.

Montreal: The way in which payments aro
being met is still the macior of general iu-
terest here. As was stated 2 weex ago pay-
ments have fur scmie ulue been more or less
dilatory, but some measure of improvement
is noted. Those from the west are coming
forward more freely and eastern returns also
show a better tone. General trade condi-
tions retain e healthy tone. The volume of
retail trade is about normal, and wholesal-
ers are busy sending out delayed spring
®oods and looking atter what sorting orders
are coming forward. In :ll lines of trade
these sorting orders are fair. ' In the dry
goods trade they are inclined to be a litile
light. The slowness of wnanufacturers’ do-
liveries continue to be a source of worry to
the trade, and there is no sign of relief in
sight. Deliveries of linens are particularly
slow. It is rcporied certain lines cannot be
delivered, alt d now, until Jan-
uary, 1908. bardware trade is
active and nearly all lines are meeting with
& heavy demand. Iron and steel is unusu-
ally. active for this time of the year.

Toronto: The movement in all
retail and wholesale trade here is exceed-
ingly heavy. The demand for spring goods
is active. The sorting trade is quiet owing
to the fact that placing orders have not bm‘i:
well filled, owing to the difficulties experi-
enced in geiting goods. Values in all lines
are very firm. Collections, on the whole,
are now fair, but for some time they hava
been slow. Wholesalers here say those from
Ontario have shown up better than frem
any other province. It is a fact, however,
that ready money is in very gr demaund
here, and that it is unusually scarce.
