But if the vessel is first carefully cleansed
from all organic matter that may cover and
protect such germs, then mneed out with
boiling water, set aside to drip, and finally

Ice is rarely pure, and 1s |
too often obtained from impure rivers,
pouds, or lakes Where the suspended organic
matter is imprisoned in the freezing mass,
aod on its thawing is set free to initiite de-
composing in the milk. For babies
of six months snd upward it is often desira-
ble to place the bottla with any drink to be
used in the night in & wet bag at the head of
the cradle, so that it may be kept good till
wanted. In all cases in very hot weather no
more should be prepared than is likely to be
used up at once, as the contact of the milk
with the products of the baby’s mouth in
the teat, or even with the breath of the
ohild, quickly sets up decomposition of a
most offensive natare.

Finally, the addition of a teaspoonfal of
lime water to esach drink, as prepared, is of
the greatest possible advantage in counter-
acting undue acidity in the stomach, favour-
ing digestion and obviating bili ss. In
warm weather cow’s milk should never be
supplied to infants without this invalusble
addition. —N. Y. Tribune.
